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ESSENCE AND SIGNIFICANCE OF ACTIVATION
OF PUBLIC-PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP UNDER THE
CONDITIONS OF INVESTMENT-INNOVATIVE
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Abstract. Under the conditions of the limited budgetary
financing for the implementation of different types of large-scale
projects, the governmental bodies of different levels have to activate
their efforts to find new alternative mechanisms for attracting financial
resources. One of the alternatives successfully implemented in many
countries can be financing socially significant projects based on the use
of the public-private partnership. We pointed out that the public-private
partnership is a broad notion that encompasses different forms of
cooperation between the public and private sectors. We found that the
public-private partnership has a lot in common with the definitive
agreements for the performance of some works. At the same time, the
difference lies in the context of projects management and the content of
the agreements between the public and private partners in the public-
private partnership model. We concluded that the public-private
partnership's main idea is the benefit of each of its participants. Under
such partnership, the country can involve the private sector's resources,
abilities, knowledge, and skills when its financial resources are limited.

Moreover, the country releases the budget from the necessity of
financing particular infrastructure objects by addressing this task to the
private subject. A well-directed strategy and tactics of developing the
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public-private partnership on the national, regional, and municipal levels
must encourage both public partners and enterprises as private partners
to implement the socially significant projects. Each of these subjects
must clearly understand their benefits from participation in the projects
based on the public-private partnership formula.

Keywords: limited budgetary financing, alternative mechanisms,
financing of socially significant projects, public-private partnership.

INTRODUCTION

Under the conditions of the limited budgetary financing for
implementing different types of large-scale projects, the
governmental bodies of different levels have to activate their
efforts to find new alternative mechanisms for attracting financial
resources. One of the alternatives successfully implemented in
many countries can be financing socially significant projects
based on public-private partnerships. In general, such partnership
involves the cooperation of the governmental bodies and private
sector to implement joint events, distribution of work, and risks
between partners during the implementation of particular projects.
The public-private partnership agreements are actively applied in
many countries of Europe and the world, particularly in Great
Britain, Spain, France, Germany, Poland, Portugal, etc.

First of all, it should be mentioned that the definition of the
notion of public-private partnership is given in the Law of
Ukraine "On public-private partnership" No0.2404-VI as of
01.07.2020 with amendments. According to this regulatory act the
"public-private partnership is the cooperation between Ukraine,
the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, territorial communities
represented by the respective governmental bodies and local self-
government bodies (state partners), and legal entities, but for state
and municipal enterprises, or individual entrepreneurs (private
partners), which is carried out based on the agreement and under
the procedure determined by this Law and other legislative acts,
and corresponds to the features of the public-private partnership
determined by this Law". V. Varnavskyi, A. Klymenko and V.A.
Koroliov (2010, p.12) broadly define this notion as "the system of
relations between the state and business, which is used as the tool
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for the national, international, regional, city, municipal, economic
and social development”. The International Finance Corporation
defines the public-private partnership as "the relationships with
the help of which private sector provides society with
infrastructure assets and infrastructure services that are
traditionally provided by the state" (Karpa, 2017, p.96). S.A.
Kurbanov and M.A. Khamuradov (2016, p.17) define the public-
private partnership as "the complex of relationships of the public
and private sector arising between the state and private business
or private sector on the mid-term or long-term basis for the
realization of particular projects through the involvement of
private investments, which are implemented based on the
distribution of powers, risks and responsibility of the public and
private partnership through the conclusion and execution of the
agreement for public-private partnership and direct negotiations
to solve socially significant tasks on mutually beneficial terms".

RESULTS

The Organization for Economic Cooperation and
Development (OECD) views the public-private partnership as
“the long-term partnership agreements between the government
and private partner, on the basis of which the private partner
provides and finances state services by using the basic means, and
distributes the risks". According to K.V. Pavliuk and S.M.
Pavliuk (2010, p.11), the public-private partnership is "the
constructive  cooperation of the country, subjects of
entrepreneurial activity and civic institutions in the economic,
political, social, humanitarian and other spheres of social activity
for implementation of socially significant projects on the bases of
the priority of the state's interests, its political support,
consolidation of the parties' resources, effective distribution of
risks between them, equality and transparency of the relationships
to provide the progressive development of society”. A.A. Kozlov
(2012) broadly defines the public-private partnership as "the
institute of the stable long-term legal cooperation of the finance
and investment, organization and management, and intellectual
resources of the governmental bodies and private
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entrepreneurship for joint solution of the socially significant
tasks". At the same time, in the strict sense the author defines this
notion as "the mechanism of the long-term mutually beneficial
cooperation of the government and entrepreneurial structures
based on the investments of the private financial resources in the
state-owned objects and their further mutual management”.

I.N. Makarov (2009, p.24) focuses on the fact that arising
at the junction of the public and private sectors of the economy
and combining their elements, the public-private partnership is
"actually a new phenomenon that can be viewed as the third
(alongside with the public and private) sector of the economy.
V.V. Puchkov (2009, p.289) in his work mentions that the public-
private partnership is the "institutional and organizational alliance
between the country and business to implement socially
significant projects in the wide range of the activity spheres: from
the development of the strategically important industries and
scientific and research works to the provision of social services."
According to O.S. Stepanova (2008, p.170), the public-private
partnership is "the system of relationships, when the country
gives the right to the company to build and/or use infrastructure
objects, which include, for example, highways, tunnels, and
bridges for a definite or indefinite period." N. Kurakova (2009,
p.5) notes that the public-private partnership is "the form of the
activity of the public and private sector to develop the most
significant infrastructure objects and provide high-quality
services to the objects of business and society."

L.D. Tiulycheva (2014, p.109) defines the public-private
partnership as "the system of the long-term relations between the
state and objects of the private sector of economy to implement
projects for integration of resources and distribution of revenues
or non-material benefits, expenses and risks in the process of
projects implementation”. O.M. Poliakova (2009, p.318) renders
the public-private partnership as "the social institute that includes
the complex of formal and informal rules, within the scope of
which the joint activity of the governmental bodies and private
sector is carried out based on the set of action alternatives to meet
the needs of society". B.K. Sydykov (2011, p.62) defines this
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notion as "the institutional and organizational alliance between
the state and private companies, banks, financial organizations
and other institutes to realize the socially significant projects".
D.M. Amunts (2005, p.16) defines the public-private partnership
as "the complex of forms of mid-term and long-term interaction
of the state and business to solve the socially significant tasks on
the mutually beneficial terms for the parties".

In the analytical note (National Institute for Strategic
Studies) the public-private partnership is determined as "the equal
and mutually beneficial cooperation between the state, territorial
communities (represented by the respective governmental bodies
or local self-government bodies) and private investors within the
scope of projects implementation aimed at the solution of the
important for the territory social and economic problems"”. L.V.
Sushkova (2014, p.71) focuses on the fact that the public-private
partnership is the process of “creation of the mutually beneficial
(compromise) terms by the state and private sector in the form of
investments, subsidies, quotas, privatization or other contractual
and non-contractual obligations”. According to (Bazhenov, 2012,
p.104), the public-private partnership is "the involvement by the
governmental bodies and local self-government bodies of the
private sector companies for performance by them of the works
on construction, reconstruction, modernization, technical
maintenance, exploitation of the objects of general infrastructure
and provision of public services using such objects on the terms
of distribution of risks, competencies and responsibility
determined by the contract and complex of the regulatory acts
effective as of the moment of its signature”.

Therefore, to conclude the abovementioned, it should be
pointed out that the public-private partnership is a broad notion
that encompasses different forms of cooperation between the
public and private sectors. Herewith, the former is the customer
of works, and the latter is their executor. The cooperation
between these parties is carried out based on different
organizational and legal models. The subject of the public-private
partnership is the joint realization of different events (the sphere
of which, for the most part, is limited by the legislation of a
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particular country) based on the distribution of tasks and risks
between the public and private partners.

Thus, we should mention that in the literature, the notion of
public-private partnership has different definitions: the system of
relations between the state and business; projects between the
public and private partners; the form of cooperation; alliance;
social institute; the form of market interaction; unique
mechanism, etc. Different approaches to understanding the notion
of public-private partnership show that there are different aspects
of this phenomenon. As A.A. Kozakov (2008, p.413) notes, "one
of the problems that arise when trying to define the public-private
partnership is a wide range of relationships that can potentially
fall within the sphere of the public-private partnership™.

Based on its content and results, the public-private
partnership has a lot in common with the classic agreements for
the performance of some works. At the same time, the difference
lies in the context of projects management and the content of the
agreements between the public and private partners in the public-
private partnership model.

When considering the issue of activation of the public-
private partnership under the conditions of development of the
investment and innovative activity, the boundaries of the notions
"public partner" and "private partner” shall be clearly defined. It
is important since identifying such partners allows marking out
the list of subjects that can enter into contractual relationships
within the public-private partnership. According to art. 1 of the
Law of Ukraine, "On public-private partnership”, the public
partner can be:

— the state of Ukraine;

— the Autonomous Republic of Crimea;

— territorial communities are represented by the respective
governing bodies and self-government bodies.

Attention should be paid to par. five of art. 1 of the Law of
Ukraine "On public-private partnership™ according to which the
range of the public partner is extended by a "state enterprise,
municipal enterprise, enterprise of the Autonomous Republic of
Crimea or business partnership 100% of the statutory capital of

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which belongs to the country, territorial community or the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea." As M.I. Karpa (2017, p.96)
notes, the public partner's activity in the public-private
partnership model "first of all is in the sphere of provision of
public interests, interests of the territorial communities, settlement
of state matters and local matters".

When considering private partners in the public-private
partnership, it should be pointed out that their lists can be various
and can encompass, in particular, enterprises of different
organizational and legal forms and areas of activity. Moreover, a
legislator in Ukraine does not limit the number of such entities
indicating that "the private partner in the agreement concluded
within the scope of the public-private partnership can be
represented by several entities, which according to this Law can
be private partners" (par. 1 of art. 1).

In general, it should be concluded that the main idea of the
public-private partnership is the gain of benefit by each of its
participants. Under such partnership, the country can involve the
private sector's resources, abilities, knowledge, and skills when its
financial resources are limited. Moreover, the country releases the
budget from the necessity of financing particular infrastructure
objects by addressing this task to the private subject.

Whereas, for the private partner, participation in projects
implementation based on the public-private partnership model can
help gain, for example, access to new markets or additional
capital. We should also keep in mind that the projects of the
public-private enterprise are also aimed at the solution of the
urgent problems of the territorial formation and provision of its
further economic development. Such partnership promotes the
realization of social and economic transformations programs with
the lowest costs and losses for the public sector. In the analyzed
context, B.K. Sydykov (2011, p.63) points out that the public-
private partnership gives the opportunity "to attract additional
capital to the public sector, reduce budgetary problems, shift the
main part of risks to the entrepreneurial sector, and
simultaneously keep objects in public ownership."”
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When considering the definitions of the public-private
partnership, it should be noted that this notion is close to the
notion of public and private partnership, which is the basis of
many regulatory acts of foreign governmental bodies. The
research results show that for the most part in the national
literature, such notions are used as synonyms, and the scientists
explain such linguistic discrepancy by different variants of
translation of the English term “public-private partnership.” At
the same time, there are cases in the scientific literature when the
terms "public-private partnership” and "public and private
partnership™ are defined as considerably different notions, which
is according to I.P. Dubok (2014, p. 141) "is related to the role
and functions of the country in society.” In this context, S.
Hryshchenko (2011, p. 7) points out that the notion of the public
and private partnership "most accurately reproduces the essence
of relationships, since in foreign practice often not only
governmental bodies serve as the public partner, but also local
self-government bodies, powerful public organizations and
charitable foundations.” Application of the notion of public-
private partnership in Ukraine shows that the government is the
main initiator of such partnership projects.

In the analyzed context, it is essential to focus on the fact
that the public-private partnership as a form of interaction of the
state and public sectors more and more often becomes the subject
of different discussions and is actively applied in many countries.
Its mechanisms can be successfully implemented in any sphere,
where the private and public interests intertwine. We are talking
not only about small projects but also about large-scale
investment projects, which take years. In any case, the decision
on applying the public-private partnership is approved by the
governmental body that shall substantiate and understand the
expediency of such steps for the achievement of a particular goal.

The sphere of application of the public-private partnership
projects, as the analysis of the theory and practice shows, is quite
wide. Participation of enterprises in such projects gives them new
opportunities, which is particularly relevant in the European
integration of Ukraine. As S.N. Sylvestrov (Piankova and
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Kosvintsev, 2010, p.12) notes, the public-private partnership
provides the possibility "to refuse from the utter forms of
relationships between business, government, and society, when
they shift from privatization to nationalization depending on the
economic cycle." It is important that within the scope of such
partnership, the authority powers and controlling function of the
public partner take a back seat, at the same time, the government
represented by its authorized bodies becomes the partner of the
private subject. In this context, there is an interesting idea offered
by S.P. Vostrykov (2014, p.42) that, for example, public
procurements, which although involve the interaction of the state
and private subjects, do not belong to the model of the public-
private partnership because they are based on the relationships of
the "customer-executor” type (not on the partnership relations).
B.K. Sydykov (2011, p.62) points out that within the scope of the
public-private partnership, it is not the state that is attracted to the
business projects, but "the state attracts the business to participate
in the socially significant projects".

Specification of the essence of the public-private
partnership should be made through the identification of its key
features. The list of such features is given in the Law of Ukraine
"On public-private partnership” No0.2404-VI as of 01.07.2010
with amendments, in particular:

— provision of the right of management (use, operation) of
the object of partnership or procurement, creation (construction,
reconstruction, modernization) of the object of the public-private
partnership with further management (use, operation) provided
that the private partner accepts and fulfills investment obligations
according to the agreement concluded within the model of the
public-private partnership;

— continuity of relationships (from 5 to 50 years);

— transfer to the private partner of part of the risks in the
process of the public-private partnership;

— investing by the private partner in the objects of
partnership by using resources not prohibited by the legislation.
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This list of features based on the results of the analysis of
the theory and practice should be enhanced with other features, in
particular:

— both the public and private partners are mandatory;

— social significance of the projects that are implemented
within the scope of the public-private partnership;

— individuality of the projects of the public-private
partnership;

— legal regulation of the public-private partnership;

— temporary relationships between the public and private
partners within a particular project of the public-private
partnership;

— common goals and interests of the public and private
partners, which is the precondition for the integration of their
offers;

— use of the benefits of the private sector in the process of
implementation of the socially significant projects;

— distribution of the risks and responsibility between the
public and private partners;

— possibility to implement projects of the public-private
partnership on the national, regional, or local levels;

— involvement in the public-private partnership of both
innovative and traditional projects;

— sharing of experience between the private and public
sectors in the process of projects implementation;

— full or partial financing of the objects of the public-
private partnership by the private subjects.

Under implementation of the projects of the public-private
partnership, a range of benefits from the perspective of both the
public and private partners can be embraced, in particular:

— the possibility of earlier completion of important
projects of the national, regional, or local levels through the
involvement of budgetary and additional private capital;

— the possibility to distribute risks between the public and
private partners depending on their competitive advantages;

— the possibility of the synergic effect from the project
activity as the result of the combination of the professional
knowledge of the public and private partners, etc.

Activation of the public-private partnership at the current
stage is driven by the opportunity to attract necessary financing to
implement different projects in construction, transport, medicine,
manufacturing, tourism, recreation, education, housing, and utility
sector, etc. Each of such projects, as a rule, is implemented within
the state policy, which determines potential areas of the public-
private partnership of any country.

Diversity of the types of the public-private partnership and
a wide range of tasks, which are solved within its scope, make it a
more popular tool for achieving important goals of the national,
regional or municipal policy. The number of countries where the
public-private partnership is actively developing increases every
year. As for Ukraine, the potential of such partnership is only
used partially, which is proved by the small quantity of the
implemented projects with the interaction of the public and
private sectors. It enhances the importance and relevance of
searching for new ways to activate the public-private partnership
in the development of the investment and innovation activity.

Today we should acknowledge that in different countries of
the world, the public-private partnership is an effective way to
activate the investment and innovation process on the national,
regional, or municipal level. From the perspective of innovative
development by virtue of the cooperation between the public and
private partners, this sphere becomes a large potential platform
for implementing innovations. Thus, the innovative level of
technical and organizational decisions within the public-private
partnership projects can be one of the reasons for the creation of
so-called added value. It is important to point out that the
application of this kind of partnership allows tackling the
common in the public administration problem of the choice of
goods or services suppliers solely by price (traditional model of
public procurements), which does not leave the place for the
implementation of innovations that very often undermines the
economic system of the country, region or territorial community.
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Thus, the public-private partnership allows the administration of
the governmental body or self-government body to focus on the
projects’ non-price aspects and set the innovative nature of
decisions as to the mandatory condition for selecting the private
partner. Such for-innovation initiatives must be backed with
formal legal aspects and the proper level of knowledge about
innovations (for example, about innovative technologies in the
corresponding industry, innovative solutions, etc.). The public-
private partnership will only stimulate innovative development of
the territorial formation when both the public and private sectors
actively cooperate in this direction.

The public-private partnership is also connected with other
aspects of innovative nature (Fig. 1.1).

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Implementation of particular projects provides a powerful
platform for the performance of some kinds of works by the
private partners in an innovative way or using innovative
materials. That way, they can apply technological, organizational,
or process innovations. Herewith, the public partners are most
interested in the results of the projects, not in the way of their
achievement.

Innovative aspects of the public-private partnership are
related to the possibility of the transfer of innovations from the
private to the public sector in the process of projects
implementation. It happens because, in most cases, created based
on the results of projects, implementation objects are returned to
the public partner according to the set periods (mostly upon
expiration of the public-private partnership agreement). Thus,
together with such objects, the public partner also receives their
innovative constituent.

Considering the abovementioned, implementing the public-
private partnership projects promotes a partial solution to the
stated problem since it allows the horizontal and vertical transfer
of knowledge to the public sector. Such horizontal transfer is
carried out between the private and public partners. At the same
time, the vertical transfer allows involving a third party, for
example, scientific institutes, universities, etc. It is obvious that
the efficiency of the transfer of knowledge is determined by many
aspects, for example, the willingness of the private partner to
share their knowledge about innovations, level of perception
(absorption) by the public partner of innovative offers and
solutions, ability to work in team and express offers regarding the
content of the innovative constituent of the projects of the public-
private partnership, etc.

By transferring knowledge and/or technologies from the
private to the public sector, the so-called innovative dialogue
between these subjects appears, making their cooperation closer
and more effective. However, the innovative constituent's areas of
influence on the public-private partnership's subjects can be
different (Fig. 1.2).
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Because of the market orientation of innovations in
projects, both the public and private partners can effectively
implement their innovative marketing strategies, attract different
groups of stakeholders to the innovative process, monitor market
needs of innovative nature (current or forecasted), understand the
requirements of the market regarding different aspects of
innovative solutions, taking into account activity of opponents in
the segment of formation and implementation of innovations.

Cooperation between the public and private subjects in the
public-private partnership projects facilitates more professional
management of innovations by each party. The partners can
develop their innovative strategies considering another party's
experience (which is particularly relevant for the public partner).
It is also possible to develop an efficient technological profile,
adapt the organizational structure of management to the solution
of innovative tasks, implement effective methods of motivation
by innovations, increase the level of knowledge management and
competencies development, etc.

The use of innovations in the public-private sector allows
the formation and/or increase of innovative culture. By
implementing the projects of the public-private partnership, both
public and private partners can:

— treat participants of the process of technologies transfer
as business partners;

— develop their system of diagnosis, assessment, and
analysis of innovative ideas;

— promote the mobility of personnel to improve its
competence in the innovative sphere;

— gain a new experience of teamwork in projects,
including projects of innovative nature;

— increase the level of awareness regarding the
responsibility for particular sections of implementation of the
innovative projects of the public-private partnership;

— advocate the innovative constituent as a critical strategic
prerogative;
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— prove by specific examples the necessity of constant
training in innovative management, etc.

Cooperation of the public and private partners in
implementing the partnership projects allows the parties to protect
intellectual property rights and share experience in this sphere. In
particular, in this segment, the partners can give each other
different professional consultations regarding:

— protection of intellectual property rights;

— selection of efficient mechanisms of compensation of
damages caused by infringement of intellectual property rights;

— legal support in the process of judicial inquiry of cases
of intellectual property rights infringement;

— specific mechanisms of protection from the unfair
market competition;

— preparation of legally sound conclusions on the appeals
of third parties about intellectual property rights infringement;

— announcement of invalidity of protection documents in
the sphere of protection of intellectual property rights, including
in court;

— appeal of decisions of patent authorities;

— planning and realization of the actions for pre-court
settlement of conflicts in the sphere of protection of intellectual
property rights, etc.

Implementation of the public-private partnership projects
allows the parties to gain new experience in cooperation with
other subjects of innovative infrastructure (formation of
innovations network). The positive aspect in this context is the
development of long-term partnership relations, forming the
networks of innovative competencies, positioning oneself in the
business environment as an innovation-oriented partner, etc.

It should also be mentioned that the public-private
partnership as a form of relationship between the public and
private sectors has innovative nature by its content, especially in
Ukraine, since it attests to the fact that the governmental bodies
use creativity for the solution of relevant problems of territorial
formation.
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In the context of the provision of investment development
on the national, regional, and municipal levels, the public-private
partnership is often the only possible way to attract investments to
some socially significant projects of the public sector from the
private sector. As the experience of the economically developed
countries shows, under such partnership, a range of projects can
be implemented and not just stay in plans of the governmental
bodies. The possibility to receive private investments under the
condition of a significant limit of necessary resources is one of
the critical advantages of the public partner's engagement in the
initiatives of the public-private nature.

It is also interesting that according to the results, the
research investments within the public-private partnership have a
higher level of effectiveness than in the case of implementation of
projects exclusively by the public partner. It is characteristic of
each stage of the investment process. It is also important to point
out that this type of cooperation of the public and private sectors
allows better coordination of the specific investment initiatives
with other public services or assets of the public partner, which
helps achieve the synergetic effect.

Considering the low level of possibilities of the budgetary
financing of many important public projects, the primary source
of their financing must be the monetary funds of private
businesses. Given this, on the national, regional, or municipal
level, efficient means shall be applied for activations of the
public-private partnership under the conditions of development of
the investment and innovative activity.

Activating the public-private partnership is impossible
without a proper level of information infrastructure based on this
subject matter. As the results of the research show,
implementation of such projects in society is often complicated
by the absence or lack of necessary information. In this context,
the mechanisms of the formation of necessary information
materials about the public-private partnership and their
distribution among the entrepreneurs, governmental bodies,
financial and credit establishments, and other subjects, which are
directly or indirectly interested in using the possibilities such
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partnership, shall be developed. In particular, the development of
the information infrastructure must include:

— conduct of information campaigns of promotion nature;

— conduct of regional seminars on the problems of
development of the public-private partnership;

— conduct of different contests of the projects of the
public-private partnership;

— creation of the information resource with the bank of
potential projects of the public-private partnership and several
other activities.

Analysis of the experience of the economically developed
countries allows us to conclude that the public-private partnership
will be effective, granted that there is extensive support from
different institutions: both from the governmental bodies of the
national, regional, or municipal levels and other explicitly
established for this purpose subjects. The range of such
institutional and functional provision is broad and can include, for
example, common in the western business institutes of
development. In this context, it should be mentioned that the
public-private partnership must be managed regularly regardless
of its level (national, regional, or municipal). This, in particular,
leads to the necessity of applying the balanced by the strategic,
current, and operative contours plans, regulations, budgets, and
other documents.

CONCLUSION

A well-directed strategy and tactics of development of the
public-private partnership on the national, regional, and municipal
levels must encourage both public partners and enterprises as
private partners to implement the socially significant projects. In
addition, each of these subjects must clearly understand their
benefits from participation in the projects based on the public-
private partnership formula.

The modern reality shows that the authority of the
governmental bodies of different administration levels and many
business leaders have insufficient knowledge about the problems
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and possibilities of applying the public-private partnership to
achieve the goals of communities or companies. The work
technique of such officials is often based on situational actions
and, in Ukraine, echoes from the times of the controlled economy.
At the same time, it should be mentioned that a small number of
leaders (both in the public and private sectors) try using modern
tools of management the public-private partnership possibilities.
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Abstract. The article reveals the essence and content of
improving the mechanisms of implementation of state policy in the
socio-humanitarian sphere, using the methods of public-private
partnership. The author explored the current scientific positions in the
field of substantiation of mechanisms of realization of national policy in
the social-humanitarian sphere. The author notes that the system of
interaction between public and private sectors of the national economy
is becoming increasingly important in current conditions of
globalization of humanitarian trends, geopolitical threats, post-industrial
nature, and related social transformation. Instability and dependence of
national socio-economic systems on external factors, prone to systemic
crises, increase the degree of vulnerability of the social sphere and
involve the activation of state institutions to support and stimulate
national socio-cultural initiatives. Under these circumstances, one of the
most adequate to modern realities forms of public policy in the socio-
humanitarian sphere is the public-private partnership model, which has
proven its effectiveness, both in foreign countries and in Ukraine.

In the article, by analyzing the peculiarities of the organizational
and managerial mechanism of public-private partnership in Ukraine, the
author reveals its potential as an institution for stimulating the
mechanisms of implementation of state policy in the socio-humanitarian
sphere. Furthermore, the practical aspects of the implementation of the
public-private partnership model are studied. The article shows that the
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programs implemented to stimulate social activity through public-
private partnership projects have a positive effect. However, there are
still several problems in the development of the social sphere in
Ukraine.

The author concludes that it is necessary to lean in favor of a new
form of implementation of public policy in the socio-humanitarian
sphere. First, public-private partnership is one of the mechanisms of a
mixed economy, which allows developing business, state, and social
relations. Secondly, it is an opportunity for the state to redistribute
budget revenues and for the social sector - the ability to own and dispose
of state and municipal assets and the possibility of obtaining various
state privileges. Third, combining the efforts of state and private
entrepreneurship in  specific social projects creates additional
competitive advantages.

INTRODUCTION

Nowadays, the institutions of public-private partnership in
Ukraine acquire the status of the most adequate to the modern
realities of the institution of development, financing, and support
of social infrastructure of territories. However, in current
conditions, objectively determined budgetary constraints actualize
introducing the mechanism of institutional interaction of the state
(public  partner), business (private partner), social and
humanitarian area of public-private partnership instruments as an
effective mechanism of their interaction. (Tilak, 2016).

Theoretical and methodological substantiation of public-
private partnership optimization tools, search for effective ways
of its practical implementation is a crucial element of the
mechanism of formation and implementation of long-term socio-
humanitarian policy at any level (national, regional, local) as a
target set of measures to improve economic efficiency,
management of the production complex and objects of production
and social infrastructure (Upabekov, 2017, pp. 465).
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In the traditional sense, public-private partnership is a long-
term contractual relationship between the relevant authorities and
private investors, aimed at solving common problems, which in
the future will overcome the limited budgetary or extrabudgetary
resources to finance significant social and cultural projects while
maintaining a high level of public and public scrutiny and reduce
risks for both the public partner and the private investor
(YYavorska, 2017, pp. 161).

A specific feature of public-private partnership is the long-
term nature of active and effective interaction of national,
regional, and local authorities with representatives of relevant
social and business structures, which provides not only the design
and financing of public infrastructure but also all subsequent
stages of further operation, capital and current maintenance of
social infrastructure by a business representative in the interests
of the local community (Moskvichova, 2016, pp. 291).

An essential factor in the implementation of public-private
partnership instruments is the possibility of full or partial
separation between public (state) and private (business
representative) partners of all potential production, commercial
and reputational risks associated with financing, construction, or
restructuring of social infrastructure (Nifatova, 2017, pp. 110;
Nahruddin, 2016).

Another direction of studies within the public-private
partnership area is information support for decision-making
(Andon, 2012).

Issues of public-private partnership are highlighted in
scientific works by following directions: transportation
infrastructure public-private partnership (Chen et al., 2016; Cui et
al.,, 2018; De Castro et al., 2016; Ke et al., 2009); factors
influencing the performance of public-private partnerships (Klijn,
2016).

The final document, "Transforming our world: Sustainable
Development Agenda 2030," contains a list of global
development goals and a program of measures to implement
them. A resolution adopted it in New York at the 70th session of
the UN General Assembly, which hosted the UN Summit for the
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Adoption of the Post-2015 Development Agenda. More than 150
world leaders from 193 United Nations member states spoke at
the Summit. The Summit covered all aspects of sustainable
development: socio-economic development, the competitiveness
of countries, environmental and energy security, the global
partnership for development (CSR Center, 2017).

The Summit set new challenges for UN member states to
adapt to global goals and monitor them. The final document
outlined an unprecedented comprehensive program of measures
to eradicate poverty, combat inequality, and protect the
environment. The activities are based on 17 global goals
(Sustainable Development Goals, SDGs) and 169 tasks.

Monitoring and analysis of goals and objectives will be
carried out using a set of global indicators. In addition,
governments have the right to develop their national indicators to
help monitor the progress of goals and objectives, including in the
social and humanitarian spheres.

Under contractual agreements between public and private
partners, financial assets are combined, the common use of which
multiplies the social effect by reducing risks and increasing the
income of each party. Therefore, attracting private investors to
finance projects in the field of production and social infrastructure
can reduce capital and operating costs associated with ensuring
the viability of society. This becomes especially relevant in need
to finance public infrastructure, which is strategic in nature.
However, the production and operation costs of facilities are quite
high and low-profit, and financial and commercial risks are
inevitable.

Principles, forms, directions, and prospects of development
of social and humanitarian policy or social and humanitarian
sphere of Ukraine as a holistic system are studied in the works of
Moskalenko S., Raevich T., Kovalchuk V., Rozputenko 1.,
Butyrska T., Chukut S., and others. In particular, Bakumenko V.
(1999, c. 312) Investigates the system-situational image of
management processes in social systems. Butyrska T.0. (2007, p.
110) studied state-building: the state, contradictions, prospects for
development in Ukraine.
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Monographic works of the following scientists are devoted
to the study of certain aspects of the social and humanitarian
component of public policy and public administration: Gorbatyuk
S.E. (2018), which studies the socio-humanitarian policy of
Ukraine in the period of social modernization; Melnychuk L.M.
(2019) considered the activities of the system of public
administration in the field of humanization of public
consciousness in Ukraine; Troshchynsky V.A., Skurativsky P.,
Sytnyk K. (2012) described the state and ways of forming public
administration in the social and humanitarian sphere; Kruhlov V.
V. (2019) substantiated the theoretical principles and methods of
improving the mechanism of public administration in the field of
public-private partnership; Cui C., Liu Y., Hope A., Wang J.
(2018) conducted a systematic study of public administration in
the context of the possibility of using a public-private partnership.

Since the focus of the study is to identify specific forms of
public-private partnership as a direction of improving the
mechanisms of public policy in the socio-humanitarian sphere,
with the help of conceptual analysis, explored standard and
distinctive features of these mechanisms of government.

The logical-semantic method was used in formulating the
categorical apparatus in the process of research and structuring
"public-private partnership” as a general category and the concept
of a hybrid system of government, as well as for empirical
analysis of institutional and political features of interinstitutional
relations in socio-humanitarian policy in different European
countries. The author applied sociological methods (content
analysis, synthesis, discourse analysis, statistical ranking) of
accumulation, rethinking, and systematization of information.

The use of the comparative-historical method, in particular
retrospective - chronological, allowed to identify and compare the
history of creation and testing of public-private partnership and its
various types and attributes in different European countries:
cross-national analysis allowed to compare socio-humanitarian
policy in Western, Central-Eastern, South -Eastern, Eastern
Europe. Institutional and political attributes, types, and
consequences of improvement of mechanisms of realization of
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the state policy in the social and humanitarian sphere through the
prism of public-private partnership methods are revealed and
analyzed.

In addition, the research used transitological theories,
which allowed to comprehensively, from different angles, to
consider the peculiarities of legal relations such as "state-society."
In addition, the work is also saturated with specific research tools
of modern political science, especially in the form of
comprehensive qualitative and guantitative methods of analysis.

The complexity of scientific research is because, on the one
hand, without theoretical data, it is impossible to conduct a
comparative analysis. On the other - without the empirical results
of the analysis, it is impossible to form a holistic concept. In
addition, there are many problems of theoretical and
methodological nature, in particular, the problem of comparative
analysis: "many cases - few variables,” the bias of selection,
analytical neutrality of Helton, which must be solved to ensure
quality comparative research.

In turn, the diversity of research is explained by the fact
that there are different comparative forms of research (case
studies, binary research, cross-temporal and cross-regional
research) (Hague, 1998, pp. 277), as well as various research
strategies - focusing on theoretical data and with a focus on
empirical data (Feijé, 2017), which differ in both methodological
and empirical effectiveness and are used in the comparative
analysis of mechanisms for implementing public policy in the
socio-humanitarian sphere.

This article aims to study certain forms of public-private
partnership as a direction of improving the mechanisms of state
policy in the socio-humanitarian sphere.

RESULTS

In the modern legislation of Ukraine, the legal basis for the
implementation of public-private partnership is formed by the
Law of Ukraine "On Public-Private Partnership™ dated July 1,
2010, Ne 2404-V1 and the Law of Ukraine "On Concession™ dated
October 3, 2019, Ne 155-1X There are provisions on the
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implementation of public-private or municipal-private partnership
projects, the procedure for consideration of social projects of
public-private partnership and decision-making on the partnership
by the authorized body, as well as other parameters of legal
regulation of public-private partnership.

According to Article 1 of the Law of Ukraine "On Public-
Private Partnership", public-private partnership - cooperation
between the state of Ukraine, the Autonomous Republic of
Crimea, territorial communities represented by the relevant public
authorities, which following the Law of Ukraine "On
Management of State Property” "manage objects of state
property, local governments, the National Academy of Sciences
of Ukraine, national branch academies of sciences (state partners)
and legal entities, except for state and municipal enterprises,
institutions, organizations (private partners), which is carried out
based on an agreement in the order established by legislative acts,
and corresponds to signs of public-private partnership."

Concession agreements in the implementation of socio-
humanitarian projects are one of the organizational and legal
forms of public-private partnership, but in the legal field of
Ukraine are regulated by a separate legal document and act as an
independent legal institution, having all the essential features of
public-private partnership. Under the concession agreement, one
party (concessionaire) undertakes at its own expense to create and
(or) reconstruct the property provided by this agreement
(immovable property or immovable property and movable
property, technologically related to each other and intended for
social activities provided by the concession agreement), the
ownership of which belongs or will belong to the other party, to
carry out activities for the use (operation) of the object of the
concession agreement. The grantor undertakes to provide the
concessionaire for the period established by this agreement the
right of ownership and use of the concession agreement
implementation of the specified activity.

Regardless of the organizational and legal form of
contractual relations, projects implemented within the public-
private partnership framework should be determined by several
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objective criteria. The main ones are long-term partnership, risk-
sharing, and co-financing of creation or reconstruction of the
social object (Wang, 2020).

In a public-private partnership, both investment flows and
financial risks are distributed, thereby reducing the financial
burden on budgets and the risks of the investment sector.
Therefore, an important regulatory tool for public-private
partnership relations is investment sector risk insurance.
Moreover, the structures that provide risk insurance can be both
public and private insurance companies, expanding the
boundaries of public-private interaction and attracting new social
actors to the public-private partnership system.

Optimal, from the point of view of achieving the high
economic and social effect, is cooperation in which the
investment sector as a private partner assumes a significant share
of risks associated with ensuring the construction and
optimization of public infrastructure at all stages of the project,
and the authorities, as a public partner, guarantee partial
financing, the provision of preferential operating conditions, the
provision of subsidies or budget loans, tax benefits, etc., creating
more favorable conditions for the interaction of economic entities
in the long-term social policy (Dixon, 2020). At the same time,
the public-private  partnership allows reducing design,
construction, technological and interest rate risks by redistributing
them between contractors. There are four critical areas for the
development of public-private partnerships in the social sphere:

— systematic planning of infrastructure development and
market stimulation for the application of public-private
partnership mechanisms;

— improving the quality and efficiency of social projects
of public-private partnership;

— ensuring the availability of funding for the
implementation of public-private partnership projects;

— development of legislation in public-private partnership
and law enforcement practice of PPP projects (Kruhlov, 2019).
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Within these areas, it is proposed to identify five key
positions.

The first is the expansion of instruments for financing
public-private partnership projects through specialized project
bonds of private pension funds and the inclusion of insurance
companies in the process of financing social projects for public-
private partnerships. This tool is actively used in international
practice - 44% of all social projects in Europe and North America
are funded by pension funds and insurance companies (Dixon,
2020). However, in Ukraine, no more than two dozen projects are
financed by pension money, and the funds of insurance
companies do not participate in social projects of public-private
partnership today. To ensure the development of public-private
partnership will build a regulatory policy of the National Bank of
Ukraine aimed at expanding possible instruments for financing
public-private partnership projects, a good medium-term effect of
which — the emergence of a new class of infrastructure investors.

The second position is the expansion of investors'
guarantees in social projects of public-private partnership,
including the fulfillment of obligations of public-law entities. For
investors in infrastructure projects, one of the main obstacles to
investment is insufficient guarantees of return on investment. This
is evidenced by a survey, according to which 68% of private
sector companies are willing to invest in infrastructure
development but rely on the necessary assistance of the
authorities to ensure a minimum level of profitability (Wang,
2019, pp. 117). On the other hand, the overall level of Ukraine's
public debt harms its investment attractiveness. One of the
possible solutions is creating a specialized fund for insurance of
budget commitments based on one of the existing development
institutions, which will ensure the stability of regional and local
budgets for participation in public-private partnership projects.

The third position is the development of unique
mechanisms for subsidizing municipalities to implement public-
private partnership projects. In Ukraine, budget spending on
infrastructure construction is traditionally carried out within the
framework of targeted programs or targeted social programs. In
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the same way, the mechanism of co-financing of obligations of
local budgets from the state budget of Ukraine works — at the
expense of the state funds regional budget constructions, instead
of long-term projects of the public-private partnership with the
attraction of private investments are stimulated. At the same time,
according to the survey, 42% of respondents believe that regional
infrastructure social projects should receive funds from the state
budget. Suppose the procedure and rules for subsidizing regional
public-private partnership projects from the state budget are
developed shortly. In that case, it will launch many postponed
projects and reorient the planned infrastructure projects to a
public-private partnership.

The  fourth  position is  developing  sectoral
recommendations for the launch and management of public-
private partnership projects and forming a complete knowledge
base for implementing public-private partnership projects. The
statement that the times are coming when the number of projects
must grow into quality is most accurate for the current period.
Analysis of the portal for posting official information about the
auction shows that on average, up to 20 new concession tenders
are announced in Ukraine every week and 3-4 proposals of
private companies to enter into concession agreements by private
initiative appear. That is, it can be stated that at least concession
projects in municipalities are put on stream.

Moreover, the fifth position is the improvement of the law
on public-private partnerships and by-laws based on law
enforcement practice. After all, major players in the infrastructure
market are concerned that shortly the law will remain an
unclaimed tool for attracting private investment in infrastructure
projects, and the primary mechanism for achieving these goals
will be the concession. On the other hand, the regulator is
preparing the second minimum package of amendments to the
law on public-private partnership - expanding the list of social
facilities for which public-private partnership agreements can be
concluded, including production infrastructure and rental housing.
Moreover, there is a steady demand for a new form of
implementation of public-private partnership projects in the
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regions - at the time of consideration of the draft law, one of the
main arguments was that 142 public-private partnership projects
at the regional level could not be implemented without special
regulation. Thus, 2021 is perhaps the best time to develop a
common market position to improve the law on a public-private
partnership to implement relevant projects based on specific
regional examples that will be initiated during the year.

CONCLUSIONS

Suppose we summarize all the indicators and opportunities
of public-private partnership. In that case, it is necessary to lean
in favor of such a new form of implementation of public policy in
the socio-humanitarian sphere. First, public-private partnership is
one of the mechanisms of a mixed economy, which allows
developing business, state, and social relations, and secondly, it is
an opportunity for the state in the redistribution of budget
revenues, and for the social sector — the ability to own and
dispose of state and municipal assets, as well as the possibility of
obtaining various state privileges. Third, the combination of state
and private entrepreneurship in specific social projects creates
additional competitive advantages. Furthermore, it is a successful
mechanism for finding economic and social consensus, the
introduction of new developments and technologies, through
ideas, for business, and social and government agencies.
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WAYS TO SOLVE THE PROBLEMS OF FINANCIAL
AND INVESTMENT SUPPORT OF LOCAL SELF-
GOVERNMENT IN THE INTEGRATION
PROCESSES OF UKRAINE WITH THE EU
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Abstract. Decentralization of power in Ukraine is one of the
steps towards European integration. The delegation of authority to
regulate and manage public affairs to the territorial community level is
in line with the provisions of the European Charter of Local Self-
Government signed on 15 October 1985. According to Article 6 of the
Charter, the basis for the functioning of local self-government is the
financial resources necessary to perform the functions entrusted to it.
Establishing financial independence becomes especially relevant
because it is crucial in ensuring the effectiveness of local self-
government. Therefore, there is a need to identify modern problems of
financial and investment support of local self-government in Ukraine
and search for ways to solve them. The article aims to identify the
financial and investment support issues of local self-government in
Ukraine and justify ways to solve them. The article examines the
approaches of modern domestic scholars to the interpretation of the
essence of «financial and investment support of local self-government».
The author substantiated that the primary role in the financial and
investment support of local self-government falls on the revenue side of
the provincial budget. Basing on the analysis of the local budgets' own
revenues and their share in GDP during 2014-2019 author identified the
main problems of financial and investment support of local self-
government in Ukraine. The author provided a list of programs and
projects to support decentralization in Ukraine, which do not expire in
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2020. Three ways to solve the problems of financial and investment
support of local self-government in Ukraine are proposed: ensuring the
financial autonomy of local budgets by increasing the economic
potential of the territorial community; initiating local branding to ensure
the investment attractiveness of the territory; development and
implementation of an internal control system of local self-government.

However, in most countries, several challenges need to be
addressed first, such as the lack of coordination and cooperation
between agencies and authorities and legislation that explicitly
criminalises ransomware attacks. Although cyber insurance
contracts have existed since the beginning of 2002, ransomware
attacks are one of the main reasons for the increased interest in
this type of insurance over the last five years. Unfortunately, if
potential ransomware targets are insured, attackers assume they
are likely to be paid out. Another disadvantage for a potential
victim is that insurance providers pay a ransom in advance to
mitigate the damage and maintain the victim's intact reputation.
However, compliance with the ransom pay supports the hacker
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community and does not ensure the victim's recovery or
reputation.

RESULTS

1. Cyber attacks

Cyber attacks are becoming more frequent and have the
potential to cause significant damage. This is rightly one of the
most severe risks. However, their danger to society lies primarily
in their asymmetry, where the cost of their implementation is
negligible due to the damage they can cause. It is even argued that
the impact of cyber attacks can be more significant than the
damage caused by natural disasters and classic terrorist attacks, as
they can cause the failure of critical infrastructure on which we
are increasingly dependent, whether we like it or not
(Yannakogeorgos, 2013).

The threat and potential of these attacks will undoubtedly
continue to grow with the number of devices connected to the
Internet that can be attacked and from which a subsequent attack
can be conducted. Yes, we are talking about the so-called Internet
of Things, which we will encounter more and more often. The
number of cyberattacks around the world is still growing, and
companies are losing billions of dollars. The number of devices
connected to the Internet, the number of potential victims, the
number of attackers and logically also the number of attacks is
growing because it is a very profitable business.

Some attacks that were not possible a few decades ago are
quite common today. Then few people had an Internet
connection, and telephone lines were languid; thus, large amounts
of data could not be routed through them. And especially key
systems were not connected to the Internet at all. Most companies
were connected via a dial-up landline (as well as households) and

the amount of data transferred was limited. The only attack was to
physically penetrate the system and use social engineering
techniques. Of course, these technigues continue to be used, but
the number of cyber-attacks has increased explosively in the last
few years, continues to grow, and it cannot be otherwise. Simply
because they are getting cheaper and there is also a lower risk of
detection.

All employees are connected to the company's Internet and
information system, some even from their own private facilities.
The distinction between private and professional life is blurred.
Companies are coining the slogan "anytime, anywhere, any
device", the trend is to have access to the system anytime,
anywhere and from anything, thus significantly increasing the
risk. Just take in how many electrical devices you had 30 years
ago and how many you have today. Most of you have a computer
at work, and then the owner also has a laptop, tablet, smartphone,
and even a smart watch. Then there are the various devices that
can connect to the network - from game consoles, televisions,
home appliances to cars that can be remotely monitored and
controlled.

And as if that weren't enough, they have different operating
systems and applications, and they're getting more and more
complex and buggy. They are still made up of people and it is
logical that in a system that is no longer a few KB in size but a
few GB in size, there are more errors. To sum it up, the number of
systems connected to the Internet is growing, their diversity,
complexity, speed of transmission, and volume of transmitted
data are growing. The only thing that doesn't grow is security
awareness. Unfortunately, it has remained the same for several
years, and it could even be said to be declining. The computer is
increasingly being used as a regular work tool, so engineers work
with it and virtually everyone. Even toddlers, who can't speak
properly, control the tablet brilliantly.

The security habits of these users are virtually nil, and
security bothers them. This can be seen beautifully in passwords,
for example - although the requirement for their length and
complexity is constantly instilled in users' heads, it is clear from
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annual password database leaks that users still use easily cracked
passwords (type 123456) and have no screen lock on mobile
phones, or unlock them by dragging or drawing a simple gesture.
And it's no different when it comes to sharing information on the
Internet. These users definitely don't have a problem with that, so
information about where they are, where they work, what they're
doing, who they're friends with, appears on social networks,
where all you have to do is collect and misuse them.

All this adds to the attackers, whose number is also
growing because the high return on investment. Another fact that
records attacks is openness. It used to be challenging to share
know-how, but with Web 2.0 it's not a problem now. Anyone can
create and share content, including information on how to
conduct a cyber attack on someone. All you have to do is enter
the right keyword into a search engine and you can download a
tool from the Internet that allows you to write your own virus in a
few minutes, and if you don't know how, you can use a ready-
made one or even order an attack on someone for a few dollars.
Yes, really only for a few dollars. The cost of carrying out an
attack is falling for the above reasons. The attack is offered as a
service, including support, it is called CaaS (Crime as a Service)
(Baggili, 2011) and it is a service with everything. You can use it
to search for any systems (which could be attacked), send
phishing emails (with a link to a fraudulent site or a malicious
attachment), upload a fraudulent application to Google Play, or
crash a server on the other side of the globe.

The distance between the victim and the attacker continues
to lengthen and will be worse. Generation Z is coming, which is
more open, industry 4.0 is gaining ground and there is an effort to
automate as many activities as possible. We are becoming too
dependent on computer technology. The ever-closer
interconnection of individual systems and increasing
globalization then leads to unintended side effects. A cyber attack
targeted initially at only one system or country spills over to other
countries, thanks to interconnected systems and resource sharing
across countries and continents.

Traditional security solutions fail, systems collapse, and
our world is falling into chaos, but this may not be the case. One
thing is sure, the number of cyberattacks on small, medium and
large companies is constantly increasing. Regardless of its size
and subject of business, every company can become the target of
an attack. And this attack can come quite unexpectedly and not
only from the outside, but also from the inside. Therefore each
company should take at least basic security measures of
organizational and technical nature, which usually costs nothing
or the cost of their implementation (compared to the potential
impact ) is indeed minimal. However, most companies believe
that they are not interesting enough for the attacker and thus rely
disproportionately on the fact that no one will attack them and
that such an attack is too complex. They often also argue that
nothing has happened to them so far, so why should they
suddenly change something about their approach to security.
Unfortunately, he is wrong. The attack on them does not have to
be complicated, let alone targeted, but will only become one of
many victims.

Most attacks take place in such a way that the attacker
literally scans the entire Internet and looks for a known
vulnerability on the web that could be exploited or sends a
massive number of e-mails with a link or attachment and then just
waits for who clicks on the link or attachment. And he doesn't
care who becomes his next victim and whose system he
compromises. Here we come across the often discussed problem
of whether or not information on vulnerabilities should be
published. The professional public is divided into two camps of
approximately the same size, confirmed by various surveys'
results (Doucek, 2011). One claims that posting vulnerabilities
records attackers, and others say no. The fact is that as soon as
information about a new vulnerability emerges, exploits and
source code soon leak, new malware variants appear, and the
number of attacks exploiting that vulnerability increases
dramatically ((European wunion agency for network and
information security, 2015). The most vulnerable are small and
medium-sized companies, which underestimate security because
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they are not interested in this area and consider investing in it as a
completely unnecessary expense. Investing in security is a cost,
but not unnecessary, but necessary, because only then can a
company stay on the market in the long run.

From the creation of a bug, its discovery, continuing
through the writing of a functional exploit, its publication and
active abuse in cyberspace, to creating a workaround, updating
antimalware and releasing a patch, it can take a lot of time. The
question is who will win this battle against time in the end, how
many victims there will be, and what the damage will be. Let's
look at a specific example (Jirovsky, 2007):

1. The developer develops software that contains a bug
that can be exploited to attack and control a terminal device.

2. The security researcher resp. zero day vulnerability in
SW detects and informs the company that developed the SW
about it. However, she does not react to the announcement of this
vulnerability as he expected (ie by thanking and paying the
reward).

3. A security expert therefore sells information about a
vulnerability (often together with an exploit that can be used to
exploit that vulnerability) on the black market.

4. The security expert informs the community members in
a closed discussion forum about the found vulnerability and thus
this vulnerability becomes known to a larger number of people.
Other exploits are emerging.

5. The security expert writes about the found
vulnerabilities and the actions of the manufacturer of the software
on his blog, and other media also publish information about the
found vulnerabilities. Both users of the software and attackers
learn about the vulnerabilities found very soon. And the question
is to whom publishing this information will actually help.

6. Exploit is sold and becomes part of various malware
development tools. Both the tools themselves to enable the
incorporation of this exploit into new malware and the malware
itself that already contains this exploit (Malware as a Service,
abbreviated MaasS or even Crime as a Service, abbreviated CaaS)
are sold on the website.
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7. Malware abusing the zero-day vulnerability enters the
device of completely unsuspecting users of the SW, when various
attack vectors are exploited.

8. Malware performs its malicious activity, steals and
encrypts data, performs financial transactions, or the infected
device becomes part of the botnet and is misused for further
attacks.

9. A software developer that contains a bug that can be
exploited is working to fix it, or not if, for example, it is a device
for which no upgrade or support was anticipated.

10.The SW developer releases a patch that removes the bug
found, but the question is when itwill be deployed on end
devices.

11.The SW user downloads and installs a patch that will fix
the error.

12.The bug in the SW is removed and the exploit can no
longer exploit this bug.

13.However, the malware can still be on the user's
computer and continue to harm, because although the bug in the
application has been fixed, the malware has not been removed.

14.The antivirus manufacturer releases a version that is
able to detect and remove malware.

15.The antimalware solution on the user's device
downloads the current version of the virus database and patterns
of behavior by which malware can be detected and removed.

The above list is not exhaustive and the order of the
individual activities may vary from case to case, some may hot.

2. Ransomware variants

There are many ransomware Vvariants; however, we can
distinguish two basic types: ransomware, which encrypts files,
and ransomware, which makes it impossible to work with a given
device. Alternatively, you can consider a third variant, which
combines both of the above, i.e. that it encrypts the files on the
disk and at the same time makes it impossible to work with the
device (Sulc, 2018).
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Ransomware encrypting files. The ransomware encrypts
the files on the disk, providing the decryption key to the user only
after paying a certain amount. Thus, this ransomware
straightforwardly treats the user in the spirit of "I have encrypted
the data, and you will only find out the password if you pay, by a
certain date; otherwise, your data will be deleted, or the key that
encrypts your data will be deleted, so that no one can access it. If
you want proof that I know the key with which your data is
encrypted, send me a file, and | will send it back to you
decrypted." (Smejkal, 2015).

Whether this ransomware will be successful depends on
how sophisticated it is. It can start encrypting data from the oldest
ones (e.g. according to the last access date) or focus on those the
user uses most often. They are more likely to have not backed
them up. They need them and will be willing to pay to get them.
The problem is that ransomware quite often encrypts data on
attached network drives, where many users store their backups
and delete shadow copies of files. These users then do not have
backups from which they could restore the data and would rather
pay.

In older versions of the ransomware that we may have
encountered, cryptography was poorly implemented. Hence, it
was possible to obtain an encryption key with which the data was
encrypted and recovered. However, in the latest versions, the
encryption key is generated on a given computer, different for
each file. It is encrypted using asymmetric cryptography using
RSA keys with a length of 2048/4096 bits or encryption keys
built on elliptic curves providing the same security and which can
not break in real-time (Graham, 2011).

Ransomware blocking a computer. Ransomware, which
makes it impossible to work with the end device, usually replaces
the original Windows desktop or Google Android home screen
with its own. Nothing can be started, and it promises to fix it only
after paying a certain amount. Keyboard shortcuts don't work, the
desktop, start button, and task manager don't work, so you can't
end or start another process. The screen only shows a message as
to why the lock occurred and instructions on paying (Sulc, 2018).

An attacker often uses social engineering techniques to try
to convince the victim that the lockup occurred, for example,
because he uses illegal software (MS Windows, Office itself) or
that copyrighted content (movies, music) or which is against the
law (e.g. child pornography). Thumbnails of the photos on your
computer's disk are often displayed. The pornography that the
ransomware downloaded itself and then copied to a specific
directory does not need to be added. The victim is required to pay
a license fee or fine. This ransomware already uses more
advanced social engineering techniques and tries to arouse the
user's guilt and fear by pretending to be a report from Microsoft,
the police or another institution.

While in recent years, the removal of this type of
ransomware has been relatively trivial. With newer versions, it is
not easy, and ransomware is relatively effective in preventing it.
However, its removal is quite complicated, especially for mobile
versions.

Ransomware has a higher goal. During 2018, the
deployment of a remote access Trojan (RAT), pullers, and
backdoors was reported, but the malware remained inactive
during that year. As a result, there were fewer ransomware attacks
in the first half of 2019 than the attacks recorded in the same
period during the previous three years. However, these
ransomware attacks targeted highly targeted targets. It has now
been concluded that this software has given attackers the ability
to identify vulnerable targets willing to pay higher ransom
amounts. Following this, the ransomware in the year under review
expanded to other sectors outside the medical industry and
focused on industrial and manufacturing companies. Recently, the
LockerGoga family of ransomware has been used to damage
systems that control physical equipment in manufacturing plants
(Enisa, 2020).

A coronavirus pandemic has also occurred in this regard.
Many attackers have even told the media that they will not attack
medical facilities during a pandemic. Unfortunately, others, such
as the creators of the Ryuk ransomware, have taken advantage of
the situation (Avast blog, 2020). Czech hospitals were struggling
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with this ransomware. In global statistics, however, we do see an
inevitable decline in ransomware detection. However,
cybercriminals cannot be expected to increase their activity again
after the pandemic subsides. They will most likely use this period
to improve their attack methods and codes.

Wannacry is still the most common ransomware. The
most significant ransomware remains WannaCryptor, better
known to the general public as the so-called WannaCry from
2017. This malicious software is responsible for 40% detection of
all ransomware, despite exploiting the vulnerability for which the
update was released three years ago (Kaspersky, 2019). Unlike
other types of ransomware, this malicious software has specific
capabilities similar to so-called worms, thanks to which it can
spread very easily and quickly (Enisa, 2020).

The harmful action of this type of ransomware started its
activity first in the field of the telecommunications sector in
Spain, from where it quickly spread to other countries. The
victims were mainly medical facilities in the United Kingdom
(Trend Micro, 2019). Moreover, it is in healthcare that these
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attacks can have serious consequences. This is because very
sensitive data (such as patient records) is encrypted or blocked.
Only an attacker has the key needed to decrypt them. Only he can
restore this sensitive data to its original state, of course, if the
organization provides the attacker with the required ransom.
However, not only Spain and the United Kingdom were
affected by this type of ransomware, WannaCryptor subsequently
spread rapidly to Turkey, Thailand and Indonesia. It is very
similar to the GrandCrab threat of 2018 (Kaspersky, 2019).

3. New ransomware trends

Cybercriminals are constantly inventing new ways to attack
users successfully. The first is large-scale cyberattacks targeting
end-users and smaller manufacturing and service businesses. In
these specific cases, the ransomware usually spreads via e-mails,
exploit kits or as part of illegal software (Sulc, 2018). The most
common strains are long-term Phobos, CrySiS or STOP
ransomware (Enisa, 2020).

The second trend is attacks aimed at specific targets, either
large companies or institutions from the health, transport and
education sectors. To spread, attackers mainly use vulnerabilities
in poorly secured applications (especially RDP) and so-called
spear-phishing (Sulc, 2018). The most common strains include
Sodinokibi, Maze, Nemty or Snake (Enisa 2020).

At the end of 2019, cyber security experts captured a
completely new trend, which attackers continued to develop this
year. The ransomware creators began stealing very sensitive
information (such as residence, phone numbers, photographs,
political opinions or sexual orientation) from users and
threatening to publish it if the victim did not pay the ransom. This
technique is also called doxing (Trend Micro, 2019).

In practice, this technique works specifically in such a way
that even before this sensitive data is encrypted, attackers copy
their victim's attractive files (for example, various documents,
employee or customer records or source codes). Then, if the
victim refuses to pay the required ransom, the attackers will either
publish or sell these files on the darknet. For example, in the case
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of companies, attackers can begin publishing stolen new product
design documents and other valuable business information.

This doxing is mainly used by Maze ransomware operators
(Enisa 2020). However, this technique has visibly proven itself,
and with the onset of 2020, other attackers began to use it as well.
Therefore, it is likely that we will struggle with doxing in the
coming months.

Attack vectors. A newly discovered ransomware called
Sodinokibi exploits a recently reported Oracle WebLogic server
vulnerability to gain remote code execution capability. The victim
is infected without any measures being taken. Official fixes have
also been released for Oracle WebLogic (Enisa, 2020).

This attack exploits the vulnerability to gain multiple user
privileges, terminate blacklist processes, delete blacklist files, and
filter host information. Additionally, another potential
vulnerability is also used to deploy ransomware. Specifically, it
allows unauthorized connections through the Microsoft Remote
Desktop Protocol (RDP) (Trend Micro, 2019).

Several successful ransomware families include SamSam,
BitPaymer and CrySiS, target RDP servers (Enisa, 2020).
Unfortunately, many organizations still use RDP instead of a
much more secure virtual private network (VPN) for remote
access. The specific problem with RDP is that it often suffers
from vulnerabilities that can be easily exploited. It has even been
reported that more than 800,000 systems with RDP services are
unrepaired and vulnerable. These include systems within the
scope of the Microsoft Azure IP data center. Although Microsoft
has assured the public that these systems belong to a third party,
there is a problem with cloud service providers' security.

4. How to defend against ransomware?

Here is a basic set of security measures of an organizational
and technical nature that every organization should implement,
regardless of its size and the industry in which it operates. The
measure aims to reduce the risk to an acceptable level.
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According to the method of implementation, we divide the
measures into (Pozar, 2005):

— organizational (administrative) — this includes various
policies, standards, procedures and guidelines that define binding
rules and procedures, as well as training activities in the field of
information security;

— technical (physical or logical) - this includes
controlling the movement of persons in guarded areas, preventing
the intrusion of unauthorized persons into these areas and
measures related to physical and logical control of access to
information resources through identification, authentication,
authorization.

Technical measures can be further divided into (European
union agency for network and information security, 2015):
system — specific settings at the operating system

level,
— application — specific settings at the application level,
— database - specific settings at the database level,
— communication — specific settings of active network
elements,

— cryptography — implementation of (non) symmetric
cryptography.

Another very commonly used way of dividing measures is
to (Shoemaker a Conklin, 2011):

— prevention — they should prevent the attacker from
realizing his intention and thus prevent unwanted activities,

—  detection — used to detect unwanted activity, e.g. by
sensor, analysis of recordings from cameras and logs,

—  reaction — after the unwanted activity is detected, it is
necessary to react to it in some way, the reaction can be offensive
or defensive.

Another very commonly used way of dividing measures is
to (Singer a Friedman, 2013):

—  deterrent - these measures should be visible to deter
the attacker from engaging in undesirable behavior,
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— delay - the attacker's progress should be slowed down
as much as possible so that his activity can be detected,

—  recovery - used to restore system functionality.

By combining these measures, we obtain an exciting set of
measures. Moreover, some measures can meet more than one
goal. E.g. the grilles serve as a preventive measure, as it is not
possible to easily get into the building, whose windows are
equipped with them and as a deterrent because they discourage
the attacker from attacking or at least slow down his progress.

In addition to these measures, there is sometimes talk of
measures that can be described as (Fischer, 2009):

— compensation — they can replace some commonly used
measures, which, however, cannot be implemented in a given
case for various reasons,

— directive — the functionality of individual measures
must be checked by someone and there must be a procedure for
carrying out this check,

— corrective — their goal is to prevent the event's
recurrence, eg by changing the existing process.

We should consistently implement at least a basic set of
security measures and promote the so-called security-in-depth
approach, which introduces preventive, deterrent, delaying,
detection, reactive and restorative measures at all layers of IS.

If we can be confident with a degree of certainty that if one
measure fails, then at least the other measures in the series will be
effective, then such an approach to asset protection is referred to
as defence in depth or layered security. Multi-layered security can
also be viewed as usually targeting data assets or information
sources. These are located in guarded areas, and access to them is
controlled. The data is processed using some software
(application), is stored on a device (host) and is accessed via a
network (network), see the following figure.
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application

This is the most common way to look at multilayer security
based on implementing appropriate measures at each layer. It is
also the most common way in which a "defense in depth" or
"layered security" security strategy is illustrated. However, this
concept does not capture and neglect one essential part of the
information system: the people and spaces in which the
information system is located and in which it is operated. Another
point of contention remains whether or not information on the
security measures used should be kept secret.

So how do you specifically defend against ransomware
attacks? There are several possible ways. In order to prevent this,
the following actions need to be taken (Singer, 2013):

First of all, you need to install a proven and high-quality
antivirus program to detect these ransomware attacks and then
successfully detect them. It is through this antivirus program that
the system's defense against cyberattacks will be significantly
improved.
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Subsequently, it is imperative to keep all programs and
browsers and the operating system always up to date. The new
updates bring both completely new features and may include
various security bug fixes, which potential attackers can then very
easily exploit to their advantage.

Another preventive measure is undoubtedly the backup of
data on the cloud or physical storage. If the data is backed up in
this way, there is no need to worry about a ransomware attack that
encrypts or blocks the data on your computer. Thanks to the
storage, access to these data will still be possible.

If the device is actually attacked by ransomware despite all
security measures, it is necessary to disconnect it from the
network first. This is the only way to prevent the subsequent
spread of the virus to other possible devices. In the next step, it is
necessary to contact IT professionals.

CONCLUSION

In direct connection with the rapid development of
information and communication technologies and Internet
networks, a completely new space has been created into which
various aspects of our daily lives have moved, including cyber
threats. However, the perception of these threats is changing in
the same way as the perception of other threats in everyday life
concerning the topicality or value of particular protected interests.
Currently, one of the current cyber threats is ransomware, on
which this paper focuses.

Although we can perceive cyber attacks in the Czech
Republic as less serious threats than other more affected countries
(although in recent years, we have also seen several relatively
serious cyber attacks against both the state and private sectors),
cyber security is essential. not underestimate. These attacks are
carried out both by foreign state-sponsored organizations and by
competitors in the sector. These are not only organized groups,
but also individuals. And the motive of these attackers is
different. For state-sponsored groups, it is mainly a demonstration
of power and an effort to disrupt the state's information systems
and critical information infrastructure with which the state is in a
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cyberwar, thus destabilising its economy. It is usually a financial
motive and an effort to get money and get it out of circulation for
organised groups. For individuals, it is a financial motive and a
desire for recognition and gaining respect in cyberspace.

However, many actors are unaware of the dangers of cyber
threats and do not adequately protect their systems. They,
therefore, become relatively easy targets, as it is possible to
successfully overcome their protection and penetrate their
systems with minimal cost. At the same time, it would be
sufficient for those bodies to introduce at least an elementary set
of security measures of an organizational and technical nature.
This would ensure an adequate level of protection against the
cyber threats to which any information system or infrastructure is
exposed. Cyber security and the related protection of information
and systems are thus becoming increasingly important and will
become even more important in the coming years.

To understand how ransomware spreads as malicious code,
what vulnerabilities the system exploits for its remote execution,
what its consequences can be and how it can be defended against
it, this paper presented the main results of my research and
publishing activities in the field of ransomware attacks. Here, too,
I characterize the most common ransomware and describe the
latest trends in the issue. This paper aimed to use scientific
methods to express a cybernetic view of the system concept of
ransomware as a modern and effective tool in the hands of today's
hackers.

The main results of my research and publishing activities in
the field of ransomware attacks, presented in this paper, provide a
brief definition of this extensive area. The paper can also serve as
a brief overview of the issue in less technical language usual. At
the same time, by defining the necessary terms, often different
understandings of terms related to cyber security can be avoided,
as this is a relatively new discipline of security.
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Abstract. The growing number of terrorist attacks using firearms
has escalated the EU and the UNODC policies to combat the
phenomenon over the past decade.

INTRODUCTION

According to the Communication from the Commission to
the Council and The European Parliament Firearms and the
internal security of the EU: protecting citizens and disrupting
illegal trafficking COM/2013/0716 final, the EU has identified
trafficking of firearms as one of the significant threats to security
breaches of EU citizens. To address this issue, the European
Commission defined a specific strategic policy in 2013 through
the document "Firearms and the internal security of the EU:
protecting citizens and disrupting illegal trafficking". The
document points out that while firearms find legal and responsible
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use in the civilian sphere, they can have devastating consequences
in the wrong hands. The document Communication from the
Commission to the European Parliament, The Council, The
European Economic and social committee of the regions 2020-
2025 EU action plan on firearms trafficking states that in the
period 2009-2018, there were 23 mass shootings in Europe, in
which 341 people lost their lives. In 2015, Europol recorded 57
terrorist attacks using firearms. In 2017 firearms were used in
41% of all terrorist attacks, representing an increase in their use
compared to last year. Investigations confirm that illicit firearms
have been used several times in terrorist attacks and that networks
of illegal firearms dealers have cooperated with individual
terrorists or terrorist organizations. Europe is considered to be one
of the main exit points for illicit arms flows.

RESULTS

1. Firearms and Ammunition information system

First of all, it should be noted that the Firearms and
Ammunition Information System (hereinafter "1S™) can be
divided according to the purpose of collection and use of
individual data relating to firearms and ammunition - part
concerning the legal possession of weapons and the part
concerning firearms and ammunition derived from crime.

In our paper, we focus on aspects of national ISs under
state authorities’ administration and record data on all legally held
firearms and ammunition. Through data collection, competent
national authorities can obtain specific information on all firearm
holders/ owners and other natural and legal persons involved in
the life cycle of firearms. Finally, we present a transnational idea
of the functioning and purpose of the national IS (or part of it),
which records data on firearms from crime.

From a security point of view, the IS management of
firearms and ammunition can be characterized as one of the most
critical measures of a state in the field of arms control policy. In
the conditions of the EU Member States, starting document that
sent an initial impulse towards them to lead computer information
systems in the field of firearms and ammunition is the Council
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Directive of 18 June 1991 on control of the acquisition and
possession of weapons (91/47/ EEC) (hereinafter "Directive
91/477/EEC"), as amended by Directive 2008/51/EC of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 21 May 1991
Amending Council Directive 91/477/EEC on control of the
acquisition and possession (hereinafter "Directive 2008/51/ EC").
Specifically, Article 4 paragraph 4 imposed an obligation that the
Member States shall, by 31 December 2014, ensure the
establishment and maintenance of a computerized data filing
system, either a centralized system or a decentralized system
which guarantees to authorized authorities access to the data-
filing systems in which each firearm subject to this Directive shall
be recorded. This filing system shall record and maintain for not
less than 20 years each firearm's type, make, model, calibre and
serial number, as well as the names and addresses of the supplier
and the person acquiring or possessing the firearm.

The EU through the Directive in its most up-to-date version
Directive (EU) 2017/853 of the European Parliament and of the
Council of 17 May 2017 amending Council Directive
91/477/EEC on control of the acquisition and possession of
weapons (hereinafter "Directive 2017/853") defines and
strengthens a set of common legitimate ways and regulatory
systems for the acquisition and possession of firearms in the
context of protection against abuse by criminal groups or
terrorists (Duquet, 2016).

Another objective of Directive 2017/853 was to strengthen
cooperation between the Member States by improving the mutual
exchange of information and improving the level of tracing and
identification of legally held firearms. Due to the increased
number of terrorist attacks since 2015, the firearms agenda has
become crucial for the EU.

2. 1S attributes according to the EU (legal part)

EU's ideas on what Member States should take into account
when managing IS to reduce the risk of diversion of firearms to
illegal markets can be divided into the following points:

1. Firearms classification
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2. Firearms identification and tracking "detailed weapons
records"”.
Keeping electronic records by brokers
Marking of firearms
Deactivation of firearms
Monitoring and control of firearms holders/ owners
Interoperability at the national level

When identifying the attributes, we take into account
several selected EU legal acts of a legislative nature, as well as
documents of a recommendatory nature relating to firearms issues
from the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime ("UNODC")
on the illicit manufacturing of and trafficking in firearms.

Nogakow

2.1. Firearms classification

Classification of weapons represents the basic classification
of firearms into groups, based on which the procedures and
criteria for their registration are defined and the classification in
the 1S. Classification is the primary identification of a firearm in
terms of its degree of danger. It was first presented at the EU
level in Directive 91/477/EEC, in annexe no. 1 where four
categories of firearms were defined:

- Category A - Prohibited firearms,

- Category B - Firearms subject to authorization,

- Category C - Firearms subject to declaration

- Category D - Other firearms.

The classification was in effect from 17 October 1991,
according to Article 18 of Directive 91/477/EEC, with a deadline
for transposition into the national law of the Member States on 1
January 1993. This date of transposition of the provisions of
Directive 91/477/EEC was not chosen randomly. The Directive
was adopted as an accompanying measure for completing a single
market without borders with effect from 1 January 1993. The role
of the single market was to remove obstacles in the free
movement of goods, persons, services and capital (Kirst, 2020).

Firearms as goods should have easier movement from one
Member State to another. Directive 91/477/EEC was incorporated
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into European legislation that provided safety guarantees adapted
to this type of product.

The classification of firearms has been maintained in the
context of the adoption of Directive 2008/51/EC, but recital (18)
states: Several Member States have simplified the way they
classify firearms by switching from four categories to the
following two: prohibited firearms and firearms subject to
authorization. Member States should fall into line with this
simplified classification. However, the Member States that divide
firearms into a different set of categories may maintain their
existing classification systems following the principle of
subsidiarity.

Another amendment to Directive 91/477/EEC, namely
Directive 2017/853, was adopted in response to the terrorist
attacks in Paris and Copenhagen, during which insufficiently
disabled expansion weapons from Europe were used by so-called
reactivation, and they became functional again (Florquin & King,
2018). Evidence of the claim is also the text of recital 2 of
Directive 2017/853: Certain aspects of Directive 91/477/EEC
need to be further improved in a proportionate way to address the
misuse of firearms for criminal purposes and considering recent
terrorist acts. In this context, the Commission called in its
communication of 28 April 2015 on the European Agenda on
Security, for the revision of that Directive and for a common
approach on the deactivation of firearms to prevent their
reactivation and use by criminals.

Directive 2017/853 definitively deleted category D but left
it to the Member States to retain that category if they have it
already defined at the national level. It has significantly expanded
the number of firearms classified in Category A, Category B and
Category C, although some were previously classified in lower
categories. According to recital 23, these are to be firearms that
are at risk of being misused for criminal activities, e.g. weapons
with magazines with a large capacity, for 10, respectively 20
rounds.
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2.2. Firearms identification and tracking "detailed
firearms records™

The concept of "firearms tracking" appears for the first
time in EU arms legislation in Article 1d of Directive
2008/51/EC: "Tracing" shall mean the systematic tracking of
firearms and, where possible, their parts and ammunition from
manufacturer to purchaser to assist the competent authorities of
Member States in detecting, investigate and analyzing illicit
manufacturing and illicit trafficking.

As Directive 2008/51/EC was adopted in particular to
implement the UN Protocol against the Illicit Manufacturing of
and Trafficking in Firearms, Their Parts and Components and
Ammunition, the definition is almost identical to the definition of
Protocol Article 3 letter (f) systematic tracking of firearms and,
where possible, their parts and components and ammunition from
manufacturer to purchaser to assist the competent authorities of
States Parties in detecting, investigate and analyzing illicit
manufacturing and illicit trafficking (Kirst, 2020).

Most of the definition of monitoring has been transferred to
Article 1 (13) of Directive 2017/853, as amended by: systematic
tracking of firearms and, where possible, their essential
components and ammunition from manufacturer to purchaser to
assist the competent authorities of Member States in detecting,
investigating and analyzing illicit manufacturing and illicit
trafficking.

Article 4 of Directive 2017/853 defined, in comparison
with Directive 2008/51/EC, and even more detailed scope of the
data to be recorded in the firearm IS as part of its "tracking and
tracing” and extended the retention period for this information
from 20 to 30 years.

2.3. Keeping electronic records by brokers

Acrticle 4 of Directive 2017/853 imposes an obligation on
the Member States to keep electronic records of firearms owned
by brokers. Cancellation of paper records on firearms should
accelerate the identification and immediate localization, thus
traceability of firearms:
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- Arms dealers and brokers shall, throughout their activity,
keep records in which each firearm and each major part which
they have received or issued, together with information, enables
the identification and tracing of the firearm or main part in
question, in particular the type, make, model, caliber and serial
number, as well as the names and addresses of suppliers and
purchasers.

Upon termination of their activities, arms dealers and
brokers shall transmit these records to the national authorities
responsible for the information systems referred to in the first
subparagraph.

- Member States shall ensure that arms dealers and brokers
established in their territory notify about transactions related to
firearms or essential parts competent national authorities without
undue delay, and that arms dealers and brokers have electronic
links with those authorities for such notification; and that the data
information systems are updated immediately upon receiving
information related to such transactions.

- Member States shall ensure that the owner of each
firearm can be identified at all times.

The above provision of Article 4 of Directive 2017/853
significantly motivates Member States to manage the IS so that it
is possible to find out the most up-to-date data and status on the
firearm, hence data on the phase of its current life cycle. At the
same time, it requires arms dealers and brokers to move from
written records on firearms to electronic records so that firearms
data is immediately updated.

2.4. Marking of firearms

A key factor in arms tracing is compliance with Member
States' obligations regarding the marking of firearms. Article 4
paragraph 1 Directive 91/477/EEC requires the Member States to
ensure that firearms and their essential parts, whether as part of a
firearm or placed on the market separately, bear a clear,
permanent and unique marking. Article 4 paragraph 2 of that
Directive defines which information is provided on the label to
increase the traceability of firearms and their essential parts and
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facilitate their free movement. In the case of very small main
parts, the information to be given on the label is limited to a serial
number or an alphanumeric or numeric code. Article 4 paragraph
4 of that Directive requires Member States to maintain an
information system and to record in it all information necessary
for tracing and identification of firearms, including information
on the marking placed to the firearm and its main components, as
well as information on any modifications or changes to the
firearm that lead to a change in its classification into a category or
subcategory, information on the entity that replaced or changed
the main part.

Commission implementing Directive (EU) 2019/68 of 16
January 2019 establishing technical specifications for marking
firearms and their essential components under Council Directive
91/477/EEC on control of the acquisition and possession of
weapons was adopted. Its Annex regulates the technical
specifications for marking firearms and their essential parts.
Through the marking of weapons, it is possible to identify and
record the weapon's history from its production to the last legal
owner. The label is an effective measure against the illegal and
uncontrolled circulation of weapons to conflict or post-conflict
areas.

2.5. Deactivated firearms

In the framework of the European Security Agenda,
presented in 2015, the European Commission in its
Communication to the European Parliament, the Council, the
European Economic and Social Committee and the Committee of
the Regions, emphasized the need for a common approach to the
deactivation of firearms in order to prevent their reactivation and
use by criminals (Suchanek, 2016).

Directive 2017/853 reflected on this challenge by defining
the term "deactivated firearms™” by establishing an obligation to
verify the correct implementation of the deactivation of weapons
and recording this act in the IS.

Article 1 (6) of Directive 2017/853 defines deactivated
firearms as firearms that have been rendered permanently unfit
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for use by deactivation, ensuring that all essential components of
the firearm in question have been rendered permanently
inoperable and incapable of removal, replacement or modification
in a manner that would permit the firearm to be reactivated in any
way;

In order to better harmonize the process of deactivation of
firearms, Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2015/2403
of 15 December 2015 establishing common guidelines on
deactivation standards and techniques for ensuring that
deactivated firearms are rendered irreversibly inoperable has been
issued. The regulation was adopted following Article 4 of
Directive 91/477/EEC, hereinafter letter (a) Part 111 of Annex | to
Directive 91/477/EEC, as well as following the second paragraph;
Part 111 of Annex | to Directive 91/477/EEC, where the Member
States are required to take measures to verify firearms
deactivation by competent authorities in order to ensure that the
modifications made render the firearm permanently unusable.
Member States are also required to ensure that a certificate or
record confirming the deactivation of a firearm is issued or that a
clearly visible notice is placed on the firearm of the permanently
unusable firearms. This Regulation was revised in 2018 in order
to improve the standard for the deactivation of weapons through a
new Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2018/337 of 5
March 2018 amending Implementing Regulation (EU) 2015/2403
establishing common guidelines on deactivation standards and
techniques to ensure that deactivated firearms are rendered
irreversibly inoperable.

Article 4 paragraph 4 letter (d) of Directive 2017/853, as
amended by "any conversions or modifications to a firearm
leading to a change in its category or subcategory, including its
certified deactivation or destruction and the relevant date or
dates”, informs about an obligation to include information on the
certified deactivation among the data that should appear in the
firearm record.
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2.6. Monitoring and control of firearms holders/owners

Firearms and Ammunition ISs, in addition to the
identification and tracking capabilities of a specific firearm, allow
for the monitoring and control of firearms holders/owners.

1.) When obtaining authorization to hold a firearm or
ownership, the applicant for authorization must meet the
conditions laid down by the law. Registration of firearms of
category A, category B and category C for specific persons who
have acquired the right to acquire these firearms - the IS matches
the firearms with the owner/ holder.

Article 5 of Directive 2017/853 provides: the Member
States shall have in place a monitoring system, which they may
operate on a continuous or non-continuous basis, to ensure that
the conditions of authorization set by national law are met
throughout the duration of the authorization and, inter alia,
relevant medical and psychological information is assessed. The
specific arrangements shall be determined following national law.

As part of the monitoring of the population, according to
Avrticle 6 paragraph 3 Directive 2017/853, collectors are a special
group. The Member States shall ensure that collectors authorized
under the first subparagraph of this paragraph are identifiable
within the data-filing systems referred to in Article 4. Such
authorized collectors shall be obliged to maintain a register of all
firearms in their possession classified in category A, which shall
be accessible to the competent national authorities. The Member
States shall establish an appropriate monitoring system
concerning such authorized collectors, taking all relevant factors
into account.

2.) Registration of firearms helps the responsible
authorities to exclude persons from possession/ ownership for
whom it is forbidden to hold/ own a weapon, as the person may
have been convicted in the past of an intentional crime or a crime
committed with a firearm etc.

3.) The IS records enable immediate tracing of a person in
possession or ownership of a firearm and who ceased to meet the
statutory conditions for possession/ ownership of the firearm. As
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a result, firearms can be removed from potentially dangerous
people almost immediately.

4.) The management of a detailed IS provides a clear
advantage and assistance to law enforcement authorities in
dealing with crimes and disarming criminals. The information
generated by the Firearms and Ammunition IS can also
significantly assist law enforcement authorities that respond
directly to a threat or an event by providing information on
whether the firearms, number and model, may be located at the
intervention scene.

2.7. Interoperability at the national level

Each EU Member State manages several ISs. They collect
and process various data about persons, brokers, specific services,
goods or processes etc. In addition, growing cooperation of
national organizations leads to the need to share and promote the
exchange of certain information.

The Firearms and Ammunition IS is a system that cannot
function without interoperability with other national systems. In
the case of holders/ owners of firearms, it is possible to collect,
from other IS, for example, data on their permanent/temporary
residence or loss of reliability or integrity.

The more national ISs are involved in the composition of
firearms and ammunition IS data, the sooner it is possible to
monitor firearms-related incidents in real-time. In addition, it
creates a continuously updated picture of the state of the firearm
or the state concerning its holder/owner.

3. IS attributes according to EU (illegal part)

The part of the IS that collects data on firearms and
ammunition derived from crime should contain information on
firearms that have not been identified in the part of the IS that
covers legally registered firearms. These firearms have no history
or have never been appropriately registered before, either
nationally or in the IS of another state.

Given that there is always the possibility that seized
firearms from crime in one state can be identified in the IS of
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another state, states must inform each other about the seizure of
“firearms without a past". This theory is confirmed by one of the
points of the Council Conclusions on Internal Security and the
European Police Partnership of 2020, which reads: "information,
necessary to perform his or her duties, should be made available
to any law enforcement officer in every Member State, from any
other Member State, in accordance with applicable law".

In view of the above, we can summarize the significance of
the IS part on illicit firearms into two points: 1. it is to collect and
analyze data on lost, stolen, seized firearms; 2. it is necessary to
send information to other transnational ISs, e.g. IS Europol-
SIENA; Schengen Information System; IS Interpol- iArms. This
means that it should be capable of interoperability at the
transnational level.

3.1 Systematic and harmonized collection of data on
seizures of firearms

The most relevant document underlining the importance of
collecting firearms information from information systems is the
UNODC Global Study on Firearms Trafficking 2020.

The section on "Modalities for firearms to enter the black
market" states: In contrast, the vast majority of firearms, and
indeed of trafficked firearms, are manufactured legally by
licensed manufacturers. In order to understand how the black
market for firearms is supplied, it thus becomes crucial to
understand the point at which firearms cross over from the licit
sphere to the illicit sphere. Once a firearm enters the illicit
market, it can, in principle, continue to be trafficked indefinitely
unless taken out of circulation; hence diversion is only the
beginning of the trafficking chain. The transition from the licit
sphere into the black market can occur at various points of the
firearm's life cycle: domestic or international transfer and transit,
storage, possession and use or final disposal. Many firearms
seized from illicit circulation are recorded as lost or stolen from
their legitimate holder (who may be a private individual, national
law enforcement or defence forces, or personnel of private
security companies, et cetera). The firearm can be from a licensed
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outlet, quite possibly without violating any laws in so doing,
precisely to sell it either on the black market (in the same country
or not) or to a pre-determined buyer who would otherwise not be
eligible to own such a firearm. On the other hand, there may be
situations where an individual with a clean criminal record buys a
firearm from a licensed outlet, quite possibly without violating
any laws in so doing, precisely with the intention of selling it to
someone who would not be able to do so due to its criminal
history.

The study points out that each firearm and ammunition IS
should collect and store data on legally held firearms but should
also include a database of firearms derived from illegal activities.

The composition of the database on illicit firearms can be
based on the Illicit arms flows questionnaire (IAFQ), developed
by UNODC in cooperation with national and international
experts, relevant international and regional NGOs and research
entities to collect data on arms seizures from a case by case. This
data collection questionnaire is to be distributed annually to all
Member States in order to collect data on firearms in a uniformed
and standardized way.

UNODC was mandated by the Conference of the Parties to
the United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized
Crime and its Additional Protocols, at its seventh and eighth
sessions, to regularly collect and analyze quantitative and
qualitative information and appropriately disaggregated data on
trade in firearms, their parts and components and ammunition
(Spapens, 2007).

One of the aims of the already mentioned UNODC Global
Study on Firearms Trafficking 2020 is to promote effective data
collection within the IAFQ, which should be simplified and
significantly strengthened at the national level in the collection of
data on weapons, capabilities, tools and mechanisms: In order to
prevent and combat the trade in firearms, it is necessary to
increase capacities, procedures and tools to identify the illicit
origin of firearms seized, found and transferred and to record the
results in an accessible way. Particular emphasis should be placed
on recording information on firearms and their firearms in a
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criminal context during the various steps of the investigation in an
easily aggregately way; improving mechanisms and capacity for
domestic and international tracking of seized firearms;
centralization of relevant data in national databases, which can
assist in tracing and support the investigation of their possible
illegal origin. In addition, the collection and analysis of data on
lost and stolen firearms can further contribute to the development
of analysis of the firearms trade and how these firearms are being
misused.

DISCUSSION

Through the 2020-2025 EU action plan on firearms
trafficking, the European Commission reiterated its
recommendation to the Member States in point 4.2.2. Priority no.
2 "Building a better intelligence image": to systematically enter
information on lost and stolen firearms, as well as on sold
weapons, which can be easily converted into firearms, into the
Schengen Information System, and to search in it when they seize
a firearm. The Commission will support initiatives to allow
national authorities to search and/or register simultaneously in the
Schengen Information System and in the iIARMS system operated
by Interpol. Furthermore, member States and South-East
European partners should systematically record stolen and lost
firearms in iIARMS.

Interoperability of the connection of the National Firearms
and Ammunition Information System to the SIS or iArms is also
justified by Regulation (EU) 2019/818 of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 20 May 2019 establishing a
framework for interoperability between EU information systems
in the field of police and judicial cooperation, asylum and
migration and amending Regulations (EU) 2018/1726, (EU)
2018/1862 and (EU) 2019/816.

Each national Firearms and Ammunition IS must therefore
be able to set its functionalities so that in time other transnational
information systems can be filled in automatically and replace
today's mechanical data filling that does not provide an immediate
picture of the status and location of a firearm.
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CONCLUSION

Based on an analysis of several EU and UNODC
documents addressing issues related to firearms and ammunition,
we point out that Directive 2017/853 provides the basic
framework on what the functioning of a modern national IS for
firearms and ammunition should be based on.

At the same time, we would like to emphasize that the
fulfillment of the Directive's objectives by the Member States is a
key factor in managing the fight against the side effects of crimes
committed by or in connection with illicit firearms (e.g. illicit
manufacturing and trafficking in firearms). Therefore, the
application of national law must be based on the implementation
of Directive 2017/853.

In the light of the above, it can be concluded that national
Firearms and Ammunition ISs must be developed as an effective
tool to protect the population against all forms of organized
crime, including terrorism, in order to improve the security
situation in the country as well as throughout the EU. Each IS
should systematically monitor the "life cycle of a firearm™ from
the firearm manufacturer/ importer through the purchaser/ owner
to the destruction/ export of the firearm. Furthermore, it should
cover the collection of data on firearms from both the legal and
illegal spheres.

Effective fight against illicit trade in firearms and the threat
of terrorism to increase security, whether at the national or
international level, should be based on systematic collection of
data on legal firearms holders/ owners, information on all
manufactured, found, seized firearms. Furthermore, the collected
information should be analytically processed based on outputs
from modern 1S, so that the effectiveness of combating all the
effects of crime committed by illicit firearms can only be
multiplied.

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Abstract. Money always played a significant role in establishing
and existence of any state, ensuring the stable development of its social,
political and economic systems. The article aims to prove that at the
current developmental stage of society, the powers use money as a tool
of economics and as a political influence tool. With this view, the
authors analyzed money design in some post-Soviet countries to find
any signs or images used to create a specific belief (required by the
emitter) in people. We based our analysis on the information about the
design of the banknotes currently in use, taken from the official websites
of the National Banks of the Republic of Belarus, Georgia, the Russian
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The analysis shows that money is one of the most efficient
propaganda tools characterized by a long-term influence. In a stable
political environment, the states use the money to propagate. However,
under social and political instability conditions, they use the money to
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INTRODUCTION

Money and its use for the entire existence of our
civilization have been occupying an important place in the life of
virtually every player from a person to a state. The latest events in
the world that are connected with the intensification of
globalizing socio-political and economic processes let us say that
under current conditions, the use of money has been transforming
itself and reaching beyond its traditional functions. In particular,
the main goal of this article is to research the peculiarities of the
use of money as a political instrument. In order to speak about the
use of money in modern terms and its transformation, let us put
the main perceptions concerning it briefly.

Historically money has always been treated ambiguously.
A negative attitude towards money co-existed with its
worshipping and endowing with mystical powers (Alisov, 2006).
As early as in 1st century BC, Roman historian Sallustius
appealed to him to cancel money (Mashkin, 1948). Later, during
the development of utopian Socialism, a number of its
representatives suggested that the social structure should be
changed utilizing a monetary reform, i.e. to get rid of all problems
in modern society, a non-monetary (in its modern understanding)
exchange should be organized (Tuhan-Baranovskyi, 1994). At the
current stage of social development, some attempts were also
undertaken to refuse the use of money. Nevertheless, finally,
history proved the objective economic necessity for the existence
of this social phenomenon.

Traditionally, when studying money, researchers agree that
its essence is complicated, and because of that, they make a
conclusion that the world economic thought is unable to give a
clear and complete definition of this notion (Savluk, Moroz,
Lazepko, &

in, 2011). When defining the essence of money, almost all
researchers start with the functions performed by money, in their
opinion. However, it is worth mentioning that there is no
unilateral understanding of either the number of money functions
or their meanings in modern economic studies. The analysis of
scientific literature on the issue of money shows that researchers
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tend to distinguish a minimum of one (winner of the Nobel price
F.A. Hayek believes money performs only one function, i.e.
exchange (Hayek, 1996) and up to seven functions (Russian
researcher, professor A. Kosoy analyzes seven monetary
functions including a measure of value, price scale, means of
circulation, payment, accumulation, means of value storage and
the function of global prices (Kosoy, 2002).

At the same time, most researchers tend to distinguish five
functions of money, namely the following: a measure of value,
means of circulation, means of payment means of accumulation
and the function of global prices. As we see, the majority
analyzes money based on its economic nature (Kiduell, Peterson,
& Blekuell, 2000; Kiduell, Peterson, & Blekuell, 2000; Miller,
& Van-Hauz, 2000; Fridman, & Shvarts, 2007; Rendal, 2017).
This allows stating that money as a complex socio-cultural and
economic phenomenon keeps getting more complicated under
modern conditions. At the present stage of human civilization
development, money in its traditional manifestation and
objectification form is being used by different players,
particularly states, as a political instrument.

The article aims to prove that at the current developmental
stage of socio-economical and political interactions in the society,
the powers use money not only as a tool of economics but also as
a propaganda tool. The use of money as a propaganda tool dates
back to ancient times. At the same time, to provide a more
systemic and substantiated description of money at the present
stage of our social development, it is worth paying attention to the
main conceptual moments and defining what propaganda as a
notion means and which fundamentals it exists on.

The research is carried out based on statistical data of the
National Bank of Ukraine, the Republic of Belarus, Georgia, the
Russian Federation for 2019 (see Table 1,2,3,4), as well as on the
calculations of the authors, based on the use of the set of
economic and statistical analysis methods.

The material in this research is presented in the following
order: the introduction is followed by a brief theoretical synopsis
of the essence of propaganda as a socio-cultural phenomenon.
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The next chapter describes the communicative and propagandistic
functions of money based on the analysis of images on the
banknotes of some post-Soviet countries. Then the analysis of
statistical data for the cash circulation in Ukraine and the Russian
Federation is given. The result of the analysis of the
propagandistic role of money is illustrated by the valid and fake
banknotes and coins of the Russian Federation. The last chapter
provides some conclusions of the research and recommendations
concerning their use in practice.

RESULTS

1. The essence and nature of propaganda

Propaganda as a phenomenon is social and can be used
only in a society. Propaganda is predominantly connected with
the power and aims at its "soft reigning", which, unlike rude or
direct use of pressure, acts by tempting the subordinates and
making them wish to act according to the intentions of the
propaganda transmitter.

The notion of "propaganda™ originates from Latin "pro",
i.e. "for", "in favour" and "paganus", i.e. "a pagan, layperson,
peasant, plain, illiterate”, "propagatio” means "distribution”
(Dvoretskiy, 1976). It can be stated that propaganda as a means to
distribute and establish an alternative order in society has been
used for many thousands of years. As an example, we can hame
the Code of Hammurabi prepared by order of this Babylonian
king in about 1780 BC. It included some statements that can be
considered to be propaganda, for instance, the one stating that this
code "was written to provide the reign of justice in the country, to
destroy the unlawful and angry, to prevent the strong from
suppressing the weak... to promote well-being in the country"
(Struve, 1950). Some works of Indian Brahmans also contained
certain recommendations concerning the use of propaganda
(Kalyanov, 1959; Boesche, 2003).

The Sermon on the Mount by the founder of Christianity,
Jesus Christ, serves as a striking example of the use of
propaganda too. With Christianity becoming wide-spread,
propaganda turned into a tool of the faith advocates, which can be
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supported by such historical evidence as to the speech by Pope
Urban Il at the Council of Clermont that is considered to be an
epitome of propaganda leading to crusades (Brandedzh, 2019)
and being constantly used for the entire period thereof (Schwerin,
1937).

Later propaganda as a notion and a type of activity under
this name was used by the Catholic Church, whose frame Ignacio
Loyola created the Society of Jesus to promote Christianity in the
Muslim world and sent missionaries to Brazil, India and Japan.
However, after the beginning of Reformation, the activity of the
order was oriented to combat it. On June 22, 1622, Sacra
Congregatio de Propaganda Fide (Sacred Congregation of Faith
Propaganda) was created (Guilday, 1921). A bit later, in 1627, the
College of Propaganda (Collegium Urbanum) was founded to
prepare priests and distribute Catholicism.

Analyzing the activity of the Society of Jesus to promote
faith, we can be stated with confidence that the propaganda
concept itself, meaning the distribution of information in the
shape of a particular ideology to rule over specific territories,
originates from the activity of Sacra Congregatio de Propaganda
Fide because it was this organization that developed efficient
methods of promotion of Catholicism in friendly, neutral and
hostile environments.

In the historical periods that followed, propaganda was
used quite seldom though the mechanisms of information
distribution typical to it were constantly applied all over the then
civilized world.

The development of new communication mechanisms,
including radio and newspapers, intensified the process of
information reaching its audience and, consequently, increased
the intensity of the use of propaganda to get across an ideal
alternative to the existing one.

The late 19th and early 20th century was the time of global
socio-political cataclysms that led to an increased need for the
states to get information to their people. It was this period when
fundamental research and theoretical works were published on the
issue of propaganda. They include Gustave Le Bon's "The Crowd:
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A Study of the Popular Mind" (Lebon, 2010) and Gabriel Tarde's
"L'opinion et la foule” (Tard, 1998). They became the basis for
the theory of propaganda and its further research and practice of
implementation in the activity of states.

World War | and the urgent necessity for the states to bring
required information out to people resulted in special propaganda
authorities in some countries. For instance, in Great Britain in
1917, the Ministry of Information was created to implement
systematically certain propagandistic tasks. However, as
historians state, the activity of this ministry "played a cruel joke
with the British because the hopes given by propaganda remained
unrealized, heroes of the war were left without their promised
houses and land, and as a result, propaganda got to be associated
with lies and the Ministry of Information was dismissed™ (Pavlov,
2018). However, it was this ministry that was a role model for
propaganda mechanisms in other countries. Furthermore, it is also
worth mentioning that in this period, propaganda lost its neutral
status and got some negative connotations resulting from
disinformation and psychological war against the morale of the
enemy (Pocheptsov, 1999).

The generalized experience of the first "industrial™ use of
propaganda was described in work "Propaganda Technique in the
World War" by Harold Lasswell (Lasvel, 1929). One of the first
research works directly devoted to propaganda was "Propaganda”
by Edward Bernays (Berneys, 2015), where the author laid the
fundamentals of the communicative theory of propaganda.

Systemic analysis shows that scientific research of
propaganda, its nature and application manifested themselves in
the works of representatives of five main approaches to its
understanding,  including  the  following: ideological,
psychological, culture, communicative and technical.

Representatives of the ideological approach stated that
propaganda is "in reality more than communication of ideas
designed to persuade people to think and behave in the desired
way. Propaganda is intended to persuade people to do things that
bring some profit to the persuader either directly or indirectly”,
this is another method to show an individual what his or her
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interests are and what ways there exist to ensure the fulfilment of
their desires (Klanfer J., 1939). This approach was the basis of
Ulyanov-Lenin's activity to use propaganda to build Communism
(Lenin, V. 1., 1902; Lenin, V. 1., 1920).

Representatives of the psychological approach considered
the human mind to be the primary goal of propaganda that the
latter must influence. The propaganda tools included various
instruments to influence the human mind, namely implementation
or activation of certain emotions, creation of specific narratives,
and affects and control of attention. Propaganda is "a repetition of
the provisions concerning human feelings and instincts" and "an
attempt to transfer a recipient to a specified opinion using simple
images and slogans that facilitate thoughts and play with
prejudices and emotions"”. Within this frame, propaganda was
studied by L. Farago (Farago, L., 1958), M. Janovits (Daugherty,
W. & Janowitz, M., 1958), R. Wright (Daugherty, W. &
Janowitz, M., 1958). Among those who are developing this
approach at the modern stage are S. Macdonald (Macdonald S.,
2007) and V.D. Solovey (Solovey, V.D., 2007) with his concept
of psychological war

Representatives of the cultural approach towards
propaganda think that some of its most effective tools are myths,
images, and symbols that help create the picture of the world
required by the transmitters. The most prominent representatives
of this approach are S. Ross (Ross, 2002) and J. Stanley (Stanley,
2015).

Representatives of the communicative approach towards
propaganda assumed that its basis is different types of
communication and means include different kinds of messages.
The communicative approach, initiated by E. Berneys (Berneys,
2015), started its upward movement with the publication of H.
Lasswell's work in 1948, in which he presented a five-step
communication scheme (Lasswell, 1948). His ideas were further
developed in the works of such researchers as C. Hovland with
his study of the influence of films and mass media upon the
beliefs of the audience and masses(Schramm, 1997), Paul
Lazarsfeld (Lazarsfeld, 1968) with his conclusions that society is
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an object of information influence and mass media spread senses,
thoughts and estimations that public opinion leaders transmit, and
W. Lippman (Lippman, 2004) with his ideas that stereotypes
substitute political reality in the public conscience and the role of
mass media that carry out communication with society
representatives is decisive for the formation of such stereotypes.

Representatives of the technological approach towards
propaganda studied it as an accumulation of various techniques
and technologies. This approach seems to be initiated by the
founders and supporters of the Third Reich and was described in
the works of such representatives of the latter as Adolf Hitler with
his idea of state administration in "Mein Kampf" (Gitler, 2003),
Alfred Rosenberg (Rozenberg, 2003)

and Josef Goebbels (Goebbels, 1970; Goebbels, 1978;
Goebbels, 1983). The whole amount of technological instruments
used in Nazi Germany was studied (Gogun, 2016) and analyzed
by the Institute of Propaganda Information (McClung Lee, A., &
Briant Lee, 1939).

The technological approach was developed in the works of
such researchers as A. Huxley (Huxley, 1962), who differentiates
the leading propaganda technologies including repetition, cover-
up and rationalization, J. Ellul (Ellul, 1973) with his stress on the
creation of prescriptions for certain actions, participation, valid
for the propagandist via a set of learned reflexes at the stage of
sub-propaganda with their further activation at the stage of active
propaganda, which is nowadays widely used in the fields of
advertisement and religion.

As we see from everything stated above, propaganda is
quite complicated and possesses complex instruments, so only the
understanding of provisions of all the above approaches allows
realizing this phenomenon. At the same time, in the most
generalized view, propaganda is a concept objectified in the
system of activity designed to spread knowledge, values, and
information to form certain opinions, beliefs, and emotional states
and influence people's behaviour. This activity includes all
possible tools, methods, and means of rendering information,
which helps the transmitter reach its objective.
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2. Money as means of communication and propaganda

The issue of money as a means of communication is not
new for science. There is a vivid discussion in economic literature
concerning the information function being performed by money.
Some authors state that using the information function of money,
commercial players can estimate the real condition of the state
economy and forecast its economic and social development, plan
the activity of an enterprise or individual under the conditions of
ambiguity (Evtuh, 2006). Without analyzing this approach, let us
state that some authors, particularly the Nobel Prize winners F. A.
Hayek (Hayek, 1948) and M. Friedman (Milton & Milton, 1980),
support the idea that the information function is performed not by
money but by prices, and the system of prices is a carrier of
market information.

In general, taking into consideration the present state and
types of money circulation, we agree that money performs the
information function in the economic mechanism of state
functioning. We also share the idea that money can be considered
to be an economic mirror (Phillips, 1997). However, we would
like to draw readers’ attention to another aspect of the
information function of money, namely keeping the population
informed about socio-political events in society.

Money as a type of mass media has been in use practically
from its coming into existence. All sovereigns that possessed
power and made coins tried to render the information to their
subordinates about this power by coining their own portraits or
emblems of city-states.

This practice got most widespread in the Russian Empire
because the size of the country allowed keeping the population
informed timely about political evens, for instance, change of
emperors, only by producing new coins. The analysis of the
Russian Empire coins, their images and inscriptions (Latyish,
2019) lets us distinguish several types of information that were
spread with their help and was political, including the following:
a) information concerning the personality of the emperor; b)
information about political happenings in the Empire (in
particular, military activities and their results); c) information
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concerning socio-cultural events in the country (games taking
place); d) information about events necessary for the state.

Later, with our civilization developing, the tendency to
inform people about important events with the help of money
kept growing. This can be proven by analyzing some coins
produced in the Middle Ages, especially in the golden age of the
Popes and early modern period with the coins of the empires that
used to exist then.

After coming into being an organized society (this
organization could be of different forms, e.g. settlements, cities,
states), it possessed quite a limited number of information
communication tools. Initially, the most widespread was
gathering people in someplace and rendering the information to
them, which was necessary for the transmitter. Later together with
gatherings, such informing tools began to be used as leaflets that
could be either official (leaflets with extracts from rulers’
decrees) or unofficial character (satirical pamphlets). With time
passing, keeping the population informed with the help of
periodical issue of leaflets was established almost in all big cities
and became the pilot version of newspapers. Further information
development was connected with the invention of the radio and
telecommunication, which greatly facilitated the necessary
information.

At the same time, rulers and states also used the money to
render necessary information, in other words, its outer appearance
and form. Several reasons explain this fact, including

— money was coined once (at least, rulers tended to think
s0), and the information it carried was the most important and
“eternal”;

— money was used all over the territory of the state and
sometimes beyond its borders, which enlarged the territory and
audience to be informed:;

— money had an official character, which made their
information official and authentic.
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2.1. Information concerning images on banknotes

The reasons as mentioned above to use the money to render
information necessary for the emitter remain functional at the
current state of our social development. Intensive use of money
with the coined information contributed to its constant perception
and memorization. The most vivid illustration of this trend can be
received by analyzing the images on banknotes in such post-
Soviet states as the Republic of Belarus (table 1), Georgia (table
2) and Ukraine (table 3).

2.2. The analysis of image

The following peculiarities should be pointed out in the
modern practice of using money to render information. Money is
used in the most intense way at the initial stage of its emitter or
when it is necessary to highlight a certain event. Most states
coinage their national symbols, important places, outstanding
institutions or portraits of national heroes, researchers or figures
of culture on their money. It can be explained by the fact that,
when appearing on the political map of the world, each state tries
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to identify itself somehow and show its differences from other
countries if it has emerged on a vacant territory, or prove its
achievements and success of their own people or dominant ethnic
group if this country has come into being after disintegration of a
previous state or separation from another one.

2.3. Statistic data of cash flow

When studying the efficiency of rendering information to
people, the stability of monetary unit and abundance of a
banknote in circulation are to be taken into consideration.
Monetary unit stability allows determining the need to change
banknote design and, consequently, the information it bears.
Banknote abundance helps determine, which banknote value is
the most widespread and, as a result, which is going to be used
most often. The state can select the banknote of the most
abundant nominal value to render the most important information.
Let us study the abundance of Ukrainian banknotes and the
importance of their graphic information for the development of
Ukraine.

The statistic data under analysis were found on the official
website of the National Bank of Ukraine concerning the structure
of hryvnia cash flow as of September 10, 2021 (table 4).

The analysis of the table above proves that the most widely
used banknotes are those with the nominal value of 1, 100, 200
and 500 hryven. Consequently, regarding the images on these
banknotes the following can be stated.

2.4. Analysis of the banknote images

Volodymyr the Great (St. Volodymyr) is one of the most
prominent political figures in Ukrainian history. He was the
Grand Prince of Kievan Rus and ruled from the city of Kyiv, the
capital of modern Ukraine. In the world history he is also known
as the christianizer of Kievan Rus, on whose territory modern
Ukraine exists now as an independent state. Volodymyr the Great
is canonized by the Catholic and Orthodox Churches as Equal to
the Apostles. With the help of his image on the banknote with the
least nominal value Ukraine positions itself as a successor of
Kievan Rus and the state from whose territory the
Christianization of the Slavic peoples began and Christianity as
one of the global religions got spread.

The banknotes with the nominal value of 100, 200 and 500
UAH bear the images of such national Ukrainian figures as Taras
Shevchenko, Lesya Ukrainka and Hryhorii Skovoroda. These
historical figures are the most well-known in the world and in
their lifetime made a significant contribution to the establishment
and distinguishing of the Ukrainian nation among other Slavic
peoples.

At the same time it is worth mentioning that in modern
socio-political environment some states use money for
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propaganda in its negative meaning. The Russian Federation can
be mentioned as an example because it uses the design of its
national currency quite actively to promote and fix its political
encroachments.

2.5. Example of using money images for propaganda

Analyzing the above-mentioned tendency of the Russian
Federation it should be stated that for the latest fifteen years this
state has been establishing a totalitarian power on its territory and
positions itself as a successor of the Soviet Union, thus aspiring to
enlarge its territory to the borders of the former state. It can be
proven by the large amount of military conflicts provoked by it on
the territory of post-Soviet republics. In particular, the most
bloody and evident conflicts that have been taking place till now
are those with Georgia in 2008 that resulted in the occupation of a
part of its land, and the one with Ukraine that led to the loss of
control by Ukraine over the Republic of Crimea and a part of the
territory of Donetsk and Luhansk Oblasts. These statements can
be proven by the following data.

The statistic data and information concerning the design of
banknotes currently in circulation have been taken from the
official website of the Central Bank of the Russian Federation.
Taking into account the economical state and stability of its
currency the new design of banknotes was introduced in Russia in
1997, 2001, 2004, 2010 and 2014. There were no significant
changes in the rendering of political information on the
banknotes. The situation changed in 2014 when the Russian
Federation occupied a part of the Ukrainian territory and the
Republic of Crimea. This was the time when banknote design was
modified and new banknotes were introduced. It happened in
2015, 2018 (banknotes with nominal value 100 rubles), 2017 200
and 2000 ruble-banknotes were introduced). The new banknotes
with nominal value 100, 200 and 2000 look as shown in add.1.

As we see, the banknotes show predominantly some
objects from the occupied territory or their lookalikes. The
reasons to choose this design and nominal value should be
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clarified. This design is intended to make the population of the
Russian Federation think that the occupied territory belongs to
their country. The nominal value was selected on purpose too.
Presently, with regard to the current economic state of the
Russian Federation the structure of its cash flow is as follows.

We have analyzed the information from the official website
of the Central Bank of the Russian Federation concerning the
cash flow structure as of July 01, 2019.

As we see, the most widespread are banknotes with
nominal value 100, 1000 and 5000 rubles. But is should be taken
into account that 200-ruble banknotes were introduced only in
2017 and banknotes with nominal value 1000, 2000 and 5000, if
real average monthly income is taken into consideration, are used
not by the whole population of the Russian Federation.

2.7. Fake as a propaganda form

Quite regularly in the Internet one can find the design of
new banknotes, which can be introduced by the Central Bank of
Russia in the country, if the inflation rate is taken into account.
Most of them also transmit a distorted political reality. The above
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is illustrated by the banknotes with nominal value 300 and 3000
rubles, which so far are considered to be fake (add. 2):

Even before the events in Ukraine the Russian Federation
also used the design of monetary units that rendered quite
disputable socio-political information. For instance, in 2005 the
Central Bank of Russia issued a commemorative coin in the series
“Ancient towns of Russia” — Kaliningrad (add.3).

DISCUSSION

There are some reasons to think that the change of 100-
ruble banknote design and introduction of 200-ruble banknotes
are not accidental because these are those banknotes that circulate
among the whole population, both the richest and the poorest.
And in its turn it helps create the perception among people that
the Crimea belongs to the Russian Federation.

So, it is possible to say that the information rendered by the
state with the help of a specific money design is of great political
importance for the former establishment and development. In
order to keep the society better informed about a certain event or
render the information concerning the state attitude towards this
event, almost all countries of the world use such a type of money
as commemorative coins. The design of such coins indicated
clearly a certain event and its date. Most coins of this category
serve exclusively as the items to collect but some countries issue
commemorative coins for regular circulation. Nowadays virtually
every country issues commemorative coins to celebrate certain
events.

CONCLUSIONS

Taking into account everything stated above, the following
conclusions can be made. At the present state of the development
of human civilization money is not only a means of exchange that
helps facilitating the exchange of goods but it can also be an
efficient propaganda tool, i.e. an instrument to render some
information necessary for the state and government to create
certain political narratives.
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In this aspect states should use this instrument because it
allows involving the largest scope of their population. At the
same time, when this tool is used by the state represented by its
authorities whose competence includes the right to issue cash,
such indices as the economic state are to be taken into
consideration to foresee the intervals of changing the design and
abundance of certain banknotes.

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Abstract. Today, social interaction with local governments
development is essential due to the need for balanced and optimally
high-quality modifications of wunited territorial communities. In
conducting research, we used official statistic data and the following
research methods: documents' analysis, participant observation,
secondary analysis. Given recommendations should be helpful for
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine for the purpose to guaranty balanced
and optimal development of united territorial communities of Ukraine;
local governments to get closer interaction between the community and
local governments of Ukraine; public of united territorial communities
for the purpose to accelerate the pace of development of united
territorial communities.
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INTRODUCTION

Building a legal, social, democratic state in decentralization
conditions and implementing constitutional reform in Ukraine
activate the process of building the institution of local self-
government. Its primary subject is the territorial community.

The territorial community has a major role in the complex
system of citizens' life and society because the vast majority of
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social needs are met by everyone at the level of the city, village,
or settlement where he/she was born and lives. It means that the
state's recognition of residents' right of each existing territorial
community to local self-government should be reflected in
specific policies, forms, functions, methods, and mechanisms of
public administration. According to the experience of developed
foreign countries, the main prerequisite for the effective
development of communities is the pooling of their resources and
territories. Ukraine is following the vector enshrined in the
European Charter of Local Self-Government. So, Ukraine
declares decentralization as a priority of reforms with the
redistribution of existing powers from the central level of
government to the local level.

RESULTS

The format of development of territories as united
territorial communities (UTC) is characterized by several
advantages, in particular:

— receipt by communities of additional financial resources
as an infrastructure subvention from the state budget for
infrastructure development;

— the combination of available resources of partner
communities;

— a significant increase in investment attractiveness,
which will provide the necessary economic development and new
jobs;

— qualitative improvement of previous community
governance, availability of strategic development plans.

Local government reform should address the following
issues:

— dismantle  excessive centralization of  power,
accompanied by high levels of corruption, inconsistencies in
community development and policies, and low levels of
governance;

— to solve the problem of insufficient material and
financial base of territorial communities, which is the reason for
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the deterioration of networks, low quality of existing public
services and causes the risk of artificial disasters;

— too much fragmentation of the existing administrative-
territorial units, resulting in a low professional level of local
government officials.

At the present stage of state formation, there are certain
preconditions in Ukrainian society's political, economic, cultural,
and social spheres of life. And it's served as the basis for the
decentralization of powers of the authorities. In most
democracies, local authorities directly address the most important
social issues, including those related to the organization and
reform of the public service system (Detsentralizatsiia publichnoi
vlady, 2012).

It leads to a relatively high managerial interest and active
participation of all citizens in the activities of local authorities.
Other European countries have reformed their administrative-
territorial systems and have carried out the basic democratic
transformations. And it's possible to implement an important
aspect of these reforms in Ukraine to provide the population with
quality services (Melnychuk, 2016).

Improving the constitutional framework for the functioning
of the system of territorial organization of power and the system
of administrative-territorial organization of the state necessitates a
revision of approaches to the organization of necessary public
services at both regional and local levels.

Further development of the basics of state policy in the
field of decentralization, construction of a new administrative-
territorial system requires a unification of requirements and
criteria for the formation of public services market at all levels,
clear regulation of procedures for establishment, liquidation, and
operation of service enterprises. This can be seen as a significant
step forward in reorganizing the public administration system in
the field of consumption, which should largely take care of the
implementation of the principle of subsidiarity in the field of
public services (Fomitska, 2012).
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One of the problems of most developing countries is that
central executive bodies do not provide an adequate level of
public service evenly throughout the country.

In particular, public services are, in most cases, easily
accessible only to residents of large cities. And the institutions of
central executive bodies are not represented at all for remote
settlements (Herasymenko, 2019). This raises the issue of
ensuring the functioning of full-fledged local self-government,
inherent in different levels of government, redistribution of
powers both in the local self-government system and between
different local governments, executive bodies, and the private
sector to provide various public services. The legal mechanism of
joining new territorial communities (especially in the conditions
of their unification) to the existing agreements on cooperation
should be improved and strict observance of the requirements of
functional zoning of UTC territory, formation of its territory
improvement infrastructure, etc.

For now, the development of processes for providing the
necessary administrative services continues. Within the order of
the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of October 11, 2017, Ne 782-r
"On Amendments to the Order of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine of May 16, 2014, Ne 523" the list of administrative
services of executive bodies provided through the center of
administrative services was significantly increased. The range of
entities allowed to provide services in the field of state
registration of real estate and business has been expanded, and
several administrative services have been brought closer to
consumers by amending the legislation. The sphere of providing
administrative services in electronic form continues to develop
(Leheza, 2018).

Ways of reforming public authorities, as well as local self-
government in the field of administrative services, include:

1. Bringing the process of providing services closer to the
residents of the respective territorial communities and their
associations.

2. Clear division of all powers between local self-
government bodies of different levels, local executive bodies,
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territorial bodies of central executive bodies on the provision of
administrative services.

3. Determination of full and exclusive own powers and the
responsibility of local governments for the provision of
administrative services by territoriality.

4. Transfer of functions from local executive bodies and
territorial bodies of central executive bodies to local self-
government bodies on the provision of administrative services.

5. Creating the necessary financial, material, and
organizational conditions to ensure the implementation of powers
to provide administrative services (Leheza, 2018).

Due to the systematic improvement of administrative
services in our country, their provision is accompanied by several
problematic issues, which are confirmed in sociological research.
Thus, according to a survey conducted by the Ilko Kucheriv
Foundation for Democratic Initiatives on "what will the
decentralization reform give to citizens?", In 2019, it was found
that 23% of respondents anticipate new opportunities to influence
the government. However, only 12% - improving the quality of
services subject to further implementation of local government
reform. On the other hand, 18.2% of respondents in 2019 felt an
improvement in the quality of services provided, social
assistance, landscaping (Leheza, 2018).

It is advisable to develop and implement standards for the
provision of administrative services, which can be used to assess
the activities of bodies that provide administrative services at
district state administrations. But funds from the State budget for
establishing these centers and their arrangement were practically
not allocated.

From 2014 to 2019, the number of administrative service
centers (ASCs) in Ukraine increased by 132, including 124 ASCs
were formed by city councils of cities of district significance,
settlement, and village councils. One hundred three centers have
been established in the united territorial communities. However,
despite such dynamics, it should be noted that the establishment
of administrative service centers is not yet one of the top priorities
implemented by the newly established UTC governing bodies.
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Thus, of the 705 UTC councils that were fully formed, only an
average of 14.6% of such communities currently have ASCs
(Monitorynh yakosti, 2018).

Thanks to subventions for ASC's development and new
laws, it has become easier to receive public services. ASC's
network for 2021 is:

— 2.3 thousand access points to administrative services;
more than 900 active ASCs and Action Centers;

15 thousand ASC's employees;

— services from 13 spheres of life (9 rokiv merezhi
TsNAP, 2021).

The main ways of reforming the administrative services to
the population include: the provision of services should be as
close as possible to their main consumers; clear division of
powers between public authorities to provide administrative
services; specification of powers and responsibilities of the
relevant public authorities for the quality of administrative
services provided; ensuring proper financial, material,
organizational conditions to implement the powers granted to
provide administrative services (Leheza, 2018).

Despite the transformations in the social protection system
of the population of Ukraine, the provision of social services to
local communities remains a complex, cumbersome and
confusing procedure, which in turn significantly complicates its
functioning and public management. The difficulty lies in the fact
that the subjects responsible for the development and
implementation of policy in the social services system are many
public authorities, departments, agencies, etc. As a result, public
administration of the system of social services in our country is
carried out today by all branches of public power: legislative,
executive, and judicial.

The current model of social services is characterized by
bureaucracy and requires further decentralization, approaching
the place of direct residence of citizens.

This process must be accompanied by the delegation of
providers' responsibility for quality and efficiency, as well as the
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provision of resources, to the extent necessary to provide relevant
services.

Decentralization presupposes the observance of the
principle of subsidiarity, the implementation of which makes it
possible to bring the process of making key management
decisions as close as possible to the residents of territorial
communities. It should be noted that local governments are better
informed about the needs for social services on the ground.
Therefore their provision will be adequate and targeted to the
individual needs of residents, and state funds will be better
distributed, used more efficiently and rationally. As a result, their
role in resolving financial and economic issues is increasing.

An essential component of improving the system of
providing the necessary social services is the introduction of
minimum state quality standards, licensing (registration) of social
services, which involves constant monitoring of compliance,
regulation of the subjects of these services. These issues are
designed to address the Law of Ukraine "On State Social
Standards and State Social Guarantees” and the Law of Ukraine
"On Social Services". However, such an instrument of the
organizational mechanism of public administration as licensing
providers the right to carry out social work regardless of the
current form of ownership following state standards and
requirements is not sufficiently developed. The standardization of
social services and the regulation of inspection and supervision
activities for their provision have not been fully implemented.
Standards play an important role in expanding the range of
providers, flexibility, and diversification of social services. The
social order is a tool of the organizational mechanism of public
administration, which provides for the conclusion of agreements
between governmental and non-governmental organizations on
the provision of social services in local communities, which is
also under development. The economic crisis can explain this,
under-funding, dispersion of funds, the existence of social
injustice in the provision of necessary social services and
assistance, which leads to a significant increase in income of the
wealthy and others. However, economic growth increased
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funding for the social sphere, the introduction of even the most
advanced mechanisms for redistribution of resources, and an
innovative model of management of social services will allow
only to some extent to solve this problem. "The root of evil" has
spread throughout Ukraine and slows down the pace of improving
Ukrainians' current quality of life, including the provision of
social services. There is corruption, especially politics. According
to international organizations, our country is one of the most
corrupt countries in the world (Hromadska dumka naselennia
shchodo reformy detsentralizatsii).

The state's efforts to decentralize the management of the
social services system can turn into an illusion, and social reforms
can be nullified.

The law defines the subjects of voluntary association of
territorial communities, which are adjacent territorial
communities of villages, towns, cities (Pro dobrovilne
obiednannia terytorialnykh hromad, 2015).

The term "united territorial community” (UTC) mainly
comes from the name of the settlement (for example, city, village,
settlement), defined by its administrative center.

Some researchers focus on the problems of practical
implementation provided in the current regulations acts of
provisions. Thus, in particular, only 12% of lands within
settlements are at the disposal of rural communities and their
local self-government bodies. Lands outside the villages were
managed at their discretion and without responsibility to rural
communities by district and regional councils and
administrations, now - the bodies of the state department of land
resources (Rossokha, 2017).

According to V.Kravchenko, from the practice of European
countries (where decentralization processes once took place) it is
known that two approaches were used to ensure the effective
implementation of local self-government powers:

— development of inter-municipal cooperation;

— merger of small.

In most countries, priority was given to the second
approach - the consolidation of territorial communities (Sweden,
Poland, Finland, Denmark, etc.). However, the experience of
European countries also shows that such consolidation was
carried out both through voluntary association of territorial
communities and administratively - through decisions by the
central government after the deadline for voluntary association
(Kravchenko, 2017).

The civil, criminal, or commercial procedural code of the
country concerned may explicitly provide for the right of the
territorial community as a subject of recourse to the courts. But,
in public international law, the term "community" is understood
universally - and as a legal entity, and as a public organization,
and as a territorial community, or at least as part of it, and simply
as a group of united people, for example, only by committing an
offence against them (Sudovyi zakhyst prav i zakonnykh interesiv
terytorialnykh hromad, 2012).

The experience of the Republic of Poland is also
interesting. The Constitution of the Republic of Poland also
defines the subjects of filing a constitutional complaint. Article
191 of the Constitution of the Republic of Poland stipulates that
submissions to the Constitutional Tribunal may be made, in
particular by the governing bodies of territorial self-government
units, which are endowed with this right if the normative act
concerns issues covered by their activities (paragraphs 3-5 part
one, part two of Article 191 of the Constitution) (Hultai, 2012).

An analysis of the experience of EU countries in protecting
the rights and legitimate interests of territorial communities of
people allows us to conclude that this legal institution is
sufficiently developed in these countries and continues to
develop. This is because there is an institution of the direct
collective appeal of these communities to the courts in some
countries, including the institution of a constitutional complaint
(Stvorennia obiednanykh terytorialnykh hromad v Ukraini 2015-
2017, 2018).

Ukraine should use the foreign experience to form and
protect the UTC's interests. Accordingly, it is appropriate to take
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measures to mitigate the implementation of the reform, in
particular:

1. Temporal adaptation, as transformations take a long
time. So, the reform in Poland was originally intended for 20-30
years, in Finland, Lithuania, Latvia it took 15-16 years.

2. Graduation, which involves careful preparation to study
the state of administrative territories.

3. Wide consideration of public opinion, which is to
establish the need for opinion polls and local referendums during
the transformation and in developing the concept of reform,
involving representatives of local governments, the public in
special bodies for the development and implementation of further
reform.

4. Establishing criteria for the creation of new
administrative-territorial units without specifying qualitative and
guantitative characteristics, the possibility of applying an
individual approach to each region.

5. Possibility to choose the method of unification (Pihul,
2016).

On the one hand, these mechanisms soften the
implementation of reforms, and on the other hand, may lead to a
significant slowdown and further need for tougher administrative
measures.

The construction of the nation-state under conditions of
decentralization acquires new functional conditions to expand its
regulatory and institutional powers. As a result, the range of
functions of the state changes, leading to the adoption of new
organizational models of its functioning, narrowing their
sovereignty. They expand the scope of social, political, and
cultural interaction. The government increasingly becomes
dependent on "consumer sovereignty"”, which becomes more
important than "state sovereignty". Under such conditions, the
position of modern futurologists, who predict the formation of a
new "state world" capable of "ensuring the latest autonomy of
states in the face of future multi-central challenges due to
transnational interests of states that level the national factor of
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their development and vector of life" seems to be close to reality
(Kail, 2016).

So, the national policies of states that are increasingly
institutionally incapable of defending national security and
ensuring a high quality of life for all citizens, even defending the
ideology of postmodern decentralization, are losing their
functional effectiveness. Based on this, most organizational
models of modern states go through the functional diffusion of
building a strong state by "concentrating™ part of its institutional
capacity in the form of delegating authority to other structural
associations.

Modern organizational and institutional building principles
by changing the governance architecture at the level of nation-
states and transnational associations are a prerequisite for
multilevel governance in a decentralized environment. It includes
sub-national (local) and supranational governance.

In the context of globalization, states are losing the
possibility of autonomous functioning. They are forced to adjust
their functional space to consider global trends of concentrating
some of their powers. They block the openness and transparency
of their national institutions. This situation requires a new pathos
of public administration. On the one hand, it would serve a space
for the democratization of the institutions of the nation-state, and
on the other hand, would help build its functional potential in the
context of protection and self-interest.

It is post-structures as the newest organizational models of
functioning of states in the conditions of decentralization, taking
into account the global context of institutional synergy. So, we
should take into account national specifics. But, at the same time,
we should not forget that globalization narrows state autonomy
and instead opens new opportunities and makes new demands for
the development and efficiency of modern states. Given this, the
main issue for the development of the state and decentralization
of its functions in the modern world is the question of the
relationship between national and global governance, which
requires a multilevel approach within multilevel, multifaceted
strategies of social and state development (Kheld, 2014).
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In this regard, public administration (ensuring the
implementation of the latest organizational models of the state
under decentralization conditions) serves to establish new
indicators relating to the social welfare of citizens through the
receipt of appropriate administrative services through certain state
institutions. Organizational models of the state are based on the
implementation of relevant national projects in the field of
economic and social policy to ensure the welfare of citizens,
articulating their interests in the direction of synergistic expansion
of the functional potential of the state in favor of society. Such an
approach will traditionally serve to return the "social image" of
the state, able to respond alternatively to the challenges of the
global world in various spheres of society. This directly leads to
the introduction of modified organizational forms of state
participation "in the field of education and science (quality of
knowledge), in the field of health (quality of life), in the social
sphere (quality of civil society)" (Kheld, 2014).

An approach is proposed to form an integrated process-
functional model of the innovation management system of
territorial communities. It can consider the specifics of conditions
that are formed against the background of decentralization and
community unification, management features available at the
level of relevant municipalities, community cooperation,
program-targeted approach, and the formation of civic
competencies of all community members (Pro dobrovilne
obiednannia terytorialnykh hromad, 2015).

The ability to analyze, accumulate, systematize and
transmit information is currently the most important management
skill. The use of modern computer technology provides the most
effective support for making the necessary management
decisions. The process of managing the potential of UTC
development includes a consistent performance of functions. The
main functions and typical tasks of each regional governing body
include (Chykarenko, 2014):

1. As part of the planning of both the initial function - both
current and strategic planning of activities; development
forecasting; development and approval of UTC economic and
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social development programs; planning of communal property
enterprises; drawing up and approval of regional and local
budgets; planning the activities of educational, cultural, health
and sports institutions belonging to territorial communities.

2. As part of the organizational function - ensuring a
comprehensive balanced social and economic development of the
community; organization of implementation of certain programs
of social and economic development; efficient use of labor,
natural, financial resources; organization of management in the
social sphere; organization of foreign economic activity;
organization of housing and communal services.

3. As part of the motivational function - the creation of a
social and psychological climate in the teams of UTC.

4. As part of the coordination function - the impact on
social and economic development processes; impact on the
efficiency of use of available resources; support for implementing
social and economic development programs, employment
programs, and social protection.

5. The control function includes control over the activities
of communal property enterprises, use of resources, settlement
operations, and financial activities; ensuring compliance with
current environmental legislation; reporting on the progress and
results of the implementation of existing social and economic
development programs, etc. (Chykarenko, 2014).

Clarification or change of functions necessitates certain
changes in the management structure and the application of the
principles of the new public administration.

In general, the process of managing the development
potential of UTC is a sequence of management functions and
procedures of the subject of management. More attention should
be to the communication and information support of public
authorities. In this case, information support is associated with the
use of information resources and information processes.
Information is the basis of the management process. It contains
the information needed to assess the current situation and make
management decisions.
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The introduction of a new system of functioning of state
executive bodies,

local governments requires the creation of new forms and
methods of their activities to meet the needs of citizens, rethink
the concept of public information management and provide
reliable feedback to the public.

Public dialogue is a necessary condition for maintaining
trust in local governments. It paves the way for legitimizing
decisions, supporting programs of officials, mobilizing the public
to support government action for the benefit of people, being
open to all, and aimed at development. Everyone can create and
accumulate information, have free access to it, use and share it to
allow each person to realize their potential in society.

It follows from current legislation that one of the
responsibilities of local governments is to inform the community
about their activities. It is also worth mentioning the Constitution
of Ukraine, Art. 34 that "guarantees everyone and the citizen the
right to freely collect, store, use and disseminate information
orally, in writing or otherwise - at their choice” (Konstytutsiia
Ukrainy, 2008).

The state and society cannot interact effectively without
information exchange, both inside the country and abroad. The
state's role in this process is significant. It should be open to other
actors in public relations.

The effectiveness of the communication process is formed
at the following stages:

— the wording of the message - clear, short, unambiguous;

— definition of the addressee - identification of the target
audience;

— method of message transmission - the optimal channel is
used, which minimizes inaccuracy.

UTC members would be more active in supporting the
ideas and decisions of the community when they are sure about
the success of this community. And they'll create better
conditions for their lives. It means that it is necessary to present
the results of each successful step of the UTC.
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The work of the information unit aimed at solving three
main tasks:

1) ensuring the possibility of community participation in
addressing issues of local importance;

2) building public confidence in local authorities;

3) public recognition of the activities of the information
department.

Digital communications is a convenient and effective tool
for promoting new projects, cooperation, and implementation of
ideas in the UTC.

Digitization is a component without which it is difficult to
imagine the success of a modern territorial community. Yes, now
it is not enough to implement changes. It is needed to
communicate with residents, inform the community about plans
and results, focus on potential, etc.

Society is evolving local governments to use information
strategy on the Internet, which includes the following functions:

— timely informing of mass media;

— implementation of external and internal communication;

— work with inquiries of institutions and citizens
concerning the current laws, regulations, and bills;

— monitoring and accumulation of necessary information
and documentation.

Thus, the organization of the relevant information space of
local self-government is a global task of e-government, which
should be actively implemented throughout Ukraine
(Lopushynskyi, 2011).

In today's world, e-government allows citizens, non-
governmental organizations, legal entities to contact public
authorities remotely and in real-time. It simplifies the
communicational process between objects and subjects of public
administration.

A striking example of a communication base that connects
citizens with public authorities is the website.
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The official community website is an opportunity for trust
between community leaders, local businesses, residents, and
investors.

The website is a business card of the community. It should
make a good impression on the audience and open the world to
UTC.

The existence of the official website creates powerful and
significant technical and administrative benefits for local
government change the ideology of providing administrative
services  (Informatsiina  vidkrytist ~ orhaniv.  mistsevoho
samovriaduvannia, 2015).

Another way to bring citizens closer to local government is
to create public libraries within local communities.

A clear example of creating such libraries is in the United
States. Libraries should be as access points to the necessary
information on services, taxes, and resources about the range of
social services, emergencies, medicine, and more. Government
information, services, and resources are converting to digital
format. And public libraries are becoming a link between the e-
government and the community. Americans have become among
the first in the world to provide public access to e-government
services in public libraries. According to statistics, 16,592 public
libraries in the United States serve more than 97% of American
visitors in large and small communities. The public library
provides services based on computer and Internet technologies
(Elektronne uriaduvannia u terytorialnykh hromadakh, 2013).

CONCLUSION

Thus, during the implementation of local self-government,
the activity of communications of the territorial community
should be directed towards solving several main communicative
tasks, which are due to both internal and external factors of its
functioning.

The role of information work in the modern community is
difficult to overestimate, as it allows for effective communication
between government and the public, as well as significantly
improves the political climate of the united territorial community.
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The overall goal of the creation and further development of
united territorial communities is to improve the social and
economic aspects, environmental conditions of urban areas. Also,
the possibilities of all their inhabitants for life and work are to be
improved. Such changes are to stay on attracting financial
resources from a variety of sources, accelerating the transfer and
application of experience and technology, decentralizing powers,
strengthening local capacity and partnerships between the public
and private sectors, and communities to improve infrastructure

and social services.

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Abstract. The article aims to develop an optimal approach to
assessing the effectiveness of the level of investment development in the
tourist and hotel-restaurant sector, for example, in the Lviv region. We
used the author's research methodology, which provides a
comprehensive assessment of the efficiency of the level of investment
development of the tourist and hotel-restaurant area of the region. This
approach is based on using two parametric indicators that characterize
the overall impact of investments on the region's economic development
(tourism, hotel and restaurant area of the region) and allow assessing the
level of efficiency of investment in the industry at the regional level.
The presented procedure for calculating performance indicators (such as
an indicator of modified comparative economic efficiency of the level of
investments in the development of industry at the regional level, the
indicator of the adjusted relative economic efficiency of the use of assets
in the development of sector) was developed using a statistical method,
indicators of comparative economic efficiency. Using the author's
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approach, we analyzed the efficiency of the investment development of
the tourist and hotel-restaurant sphere of the Lviv region. We proved
that the author's methodology of analysis allowed us to determine a
comprehensive picture of the efficiency of the level of investment
development of the tourist and hotel-restaurant area of the Lviv region.
We revealed several positive tendencies of investment efficiency in the
hotel-restaurant sector and relatively unstable variables on the tourist
industry of the Lviv region. We indicated that developing managerial
decisions could be helpful to explore new areas for optimizing
management and using investment resources because of the revealed
trends.

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Abstract. This study examines the experience of implementing
decentralization reform in Ukraine since the first years of its
independence. The article analyzes the current legislation, which
enshrines the basic principles of reform. We studied a package of
legislative initiatives and bills, the adoption of which will allow to form
an entirely new branch of government in Ukraine, to delegate to the
level of local governments part of the powers directly within their
competencies, to ensure equal access of all citizens of Ukraine to
constitutional rights. The study also analyzes the capabilities of prefects
and their impact on local governments. It provides recommendations for
improving and delineating certain functions and responsibilities of the
new government and their legislative consolidation. This study can be
considered helpful for the executive authorities and local governments in
the field of delimitation of powers.

Keywords: decentralization reform, principles of reform,
legislative initiatives, equal access, constitutional rights.

INTRODUCTION
At the current stage of Ukraine's development as a
democratic legal state, an important role is played by the

implementation of the reform on decentralization of power. It is
based on the establishment of democratic governance, transfer of
power responsibilities to territorial bodies, ensuring broad
participation of citizens in the management of state affairs and
society as a whole, as well as creating an entirely new form of
bodies of executive power, which will ensure appropriate control
over local self-government, with the aim of their effective
functioning. It is also relevant to investigate the proper legislative
support, which is the basis for changes in the system of public
administration and will be able to ensure precise regulation of the
activities and indirect list of powers given to local self-
government bodies and new bodies of executive power for their
effective performance of duties.

RESULTS

The problem of decentralized state governance in Ukraine
has been on the agenda since the first years of Ukrainian
statehood. In December 1997, the Ukrainian parliament ratified
the European Charter of Local Self-Government, which declared
commitment to the European governance standards. Since then,
various governments have made several attempts to implement
necessary reforms, but they have not succeeded for multiple
reasons. The implementation of systemic changes began
immediately after the Maidan clashes and the change of the
government at the beginning of 2014. On 1 December 2014, the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine adopted the Concept of Local
Self- Government Reform and Territorial Organization of Power.
(On the Approval of the Concept of Local Government Reform in
Ukraine, 2014).

In simple words, decentralization transfers powers and
budgetary revenues from state bodies to local self-governing
bodies.

Decentralization of power includes both political and
administrative sides. Decentralization can be territorial - the
transfer of power from the central city to other territories and can
be functional - by transferring decision-making powers from the
head body of any branch of the government to lower-ranking
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officials. This process was called "new state management"”, which
was described as decentralization, subject management,
competition of the state and local coordination (About the
principles of state regional policy, 2015).

The primary starting point in the implementation of the
decentralization reform of power is the formation of a new
legislative framework that would meet the requirements of the
reform, as the amendments to the basic law of the state - the
Constitution of Ukraine is the first task, as the Constitution is the
basis for the administrative structure of the state. This allows for
comprehensive legal support of the changes and helps avoid
problems on the way of reforming the system of bodies and
powers of local self-government and administrative authorities.
But it is also necessary to consider the current state of our country
because, under the conditions of military conflict and the
occupation of part of the territory, the attempts to implement such
changes are reduced to almost nothing. Therefore, the
development of local self-governance and the corresponding
reform of the authorities must first be based on alternative legal
ways.

During the six years since the decentralization process,
several necessary legal and regulatory acts have been adopted,
which ensured the first successes. However, the first and most
important task of power reform was the establishment of united
territorial communities. The quality of education, health care,
administrative services and social protection is now linked to the
territorial community. It is an important foundation for building a
robust and self-sufficient state.

During this time, the Verkhovna Rada and the Cabinet of
Ministers have amended the basic laws that enabled the start of
community unification of settlements. As a result, the first
elections of local heads of communities and headmen of some
villages, settlements and cities took place in early 2015. In
December 2016, 159 United Territorial Communities (UTCs)
began their work in Ukraine. As of today, Ukraine has 1469united
territorial communities.
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However, the adopted package of legislative documents is
insufficient for the further possibility of reform implementation,
including its final stage. Therefore, the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine must adopt some other legislative acts.

Also, a prerequisite for legal support of the decentralization
process for the development of local self-governance and the
gradual reform of the bodies of executive power should be the
adoption of explicit local legal acts that regulate the relevant
procedures, providing territorial communities and their leadership
with real incentives to represent and protect the interests of their
communities, as well as the creation of a competent body for
ensuring control and supervision functions over the activities of
local self-government bodies, for their efficiency, legality and use
of the powers granted to them within limits established by law.
Therefore, first of all, such vital assets as the Statute of the
Territorial Community, Regulations of the Local Council and its
administrative bodies and Regulations of the Prefect's activity.

However, even after the decision was made, the changes in
the new legislation came into force only after the other elections.
Therefore, it is still a long way to go until a new institution of the
prefecture is created, which modern society is most likely afraid
of. However, even after all the adopted laws and corresponding
legislative acts, village, settlement and city councils and
corresponding heads did not receive the range of new powers they
could have been granted already after forming communities. Still,
in some moments, they were considerably expanded and
delegated to a lower level, particularly the budgetary and tax
policy. Everything else, including the new powers of the district
and regional councils, A new status and an entirely new set of
powers for the legislative branch are expected to be created after
the Law on Prefects is implemented and the local state
administrations are liquidated, while the powers are fully
transferred to the local self-government. However, the progress of
the reform is being halted as the appointment of prefects is
expected to be completed by March 1, 2018.

It is the new powers of local councils and the new status of
local bodies of local self-government that require substantial
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decentralization. In particular, this will affect the creation of the
district and regional councils, which are now completely absent.
They will be in charge of the real power in the regions, which will
essentially strengthen the role of local self-government and make
the system of power in the regions and in the localities truly
democratic. They will be led by the subjects elected in the local
elections. This is a significant step towards the EU standards in
this area.

After the liquidation of the local administrations, the
prefects will take their place. The duties prescribed for them
include, in addition, control over the activities of local self-
government bodies concerning adherence to the Constitution and
laws. If, for example, the regional council violates the
Constitution or the relevant law by its decision, the prefect has the
right to suspend the body's activity and submit the relevant act to
the court for review with appropriate explanations and arguments.
The President also has the power to suspend the activity of the
local self-government body for an hour and to terminate its
powers before the end of the term following a court decision.

In my opinion, this model of power in the regions will not
be completed sooner than in a year and a half or two years.

The implementation of the constitutional reform, including
the decentralization part, is stipulated by the Strategy of
Sustainable Development "Ukraine - 2020", which was seized by
the Decree of the President of Ukraine of 12.01.2015 Ne 5 (About
the Strategy of Steel Development "Ukraine - 2020", 2015).

The Strategy determines that the main objective of the
decentralization reform is to replace the centralized form of
governance in the state, Ensuring the delegation of powers to
local self-government bodies, establishing affordable territorial
communities, and creating an effective system of territorial
organization of power in Ukraine. It is also a priority to fully
implement the provisions of the European Charter of Local Self-
Government, the principles of subsidiarity, universality and
financial self-sufficiency of local self-government.

The Constitutional Commission is the working group on
the constitutional framework for the organization and
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implementation of state power, local self-government,
administrative and territorial structure of Ukraine and
decentralization of power. The Constitutional Commission was
established by the Decree of the President of Ukraine from March
3, 2015 Nel19 "On the Constitutional Commission" (About the
Constitutional Commission, 2015) to coordinate joint proposals
on amendments to the Constitution of Ukraine, Proposals to the
draft law "On Amendments to the Constitution of Ukraine (on
decentralization of power)" were developed and positively
assessed.

Another important legislative act in the sphere of reforming
the state power in Ukraine, as well as the territorial organization
of power is the Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers "On approval
of the plan of measures for the implementation of the new phase
of the reform of local self-government in Ukraine for 2019-2021
years" of 23.01.2019 Ne 77-p. This plan of measures consolidates
the development and approval of enlargement of territorial
communities throughout the territory of Ukraine and reduction of
the number of such administrative units as districts (On Approval
of the Plan of Measures to Implement the New Stage of Local
Government Reform in Ukraine for 2019-2021, 2019).

The legal framework for the introduction of the institution
of prefects began to take shape in 2015. At that time, one of the
first legal acts that envisaged changes in the local bodies of
executive power was the draft Law of Ukraine, "On Amendments
to the Constitution of Ukraine (on decentralization of power)". It
proposed ground-breaking amendments to implement the
decentralization reform in Ukraine and modify the constitutional
and legal status of local self-governing bodies (On Amendments
to the Constitution of Ukraine (on decentralization of power),
2015).

The draft law stipulates that a clear division of
responsibilities in local self-government bodies and bodies of
different levels of government shall be based on the principle of
subsidiarity, which complies with the European Charter of Local
Self-Government.
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Thus, according to Article 4 of the Charter, local self-
government bodies within the limits of the law have the full right
to decide independently any matter that is not outside the sphere
of their competence and the resolution of which is not entrusted to
any other body (European Charter of Local Self-Government,
1997). Several powers are to be exercised by such bodies of
public authority, following the competence of which they are in
charge and to which close direct contact with a citizen is ensured.
When empowering the relevant authorities, it is necessary to
understand the scope and nature of the task and ensure the
optimal administrative costs of its maintenance and the
effectiveness of the body itself.

Changes are eliminated and reorganized from the
constitutional regulation of local state administrations, and,
accordingly, the institution of heads of local state administrations
is reduced. In fact, the main powers are concentrated at the basic
level in the community.

At the same time, if the law in its current version stipulated
that the executive power in the regions and districts and in the
cities of Kyiv and Sevastopol shall be vested in local state
administrations, the new version stipulates the establishment of an
absolutely new tier of power both for vested powers and for the
form of organization — the prefecture. The order of prefect's
appointment and the order of appointment of the head of the
regional state administration remains unchanged, and the prefects
acquire a new status — a civil servant. The prefect, as well as the
head of the regional administration, remains accountable to the
President of Ukraine, while the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine,
rather than higher-level bodies of executive power, remains
accountable and controllable, as it was before.

Also, after the establishment of prefectures, a number of
articles regulating the powers of the regional authorities and their
heads in terms of their subordination and control to higher-level
bodies of executive power were excluded, the decision on their
adoption of certain decisions and determination of their
constitutionality, as well as the decision on the resignation of the
head of the regional state administration.
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Prefects, apart from the heads of the regional state
administrations, are responsible for supervision over the
observance of the Constitution and laws of Ukraine by the local
self-government bodies and are responsible for the coordination
of the activity of the territorial bodies of the central bodies of
executive power. They also ensure implementation of state
programs, while the heads of oblast administrations were also
responsible for the implementation of regional development
programs in a certain area of activity, as well as for forming and
responsible for the implementation of oblast and rayon budgets.
This gave them a significant share of wide powers, but at the
same time, it was a threatening corruptive factor.

One of the advantages for the prefect, and partly a threat to
local self-government, is the prefect's authority, based on and in
the manner prescribed by law, to issue mandatory assets in the
territory in question. However, this article does not clearly
regulate the spheres of activity to which these assets may be
applied and those they do not cover. This may lead to the use of
their powers in the limits of private interest and the emergence of
new corruption risks.

Also, the amendments provide for the transfer of several
powers, which previously fell within the competence of local
administrations, to lower levels of government. Also, the notion
of village, township, city is replaced by the notion of territorial
community.

At the same time, the draft law clearly states and specifies
the competence of the prefect in terms of the ability to terminate
the acts of local self-government bodies if they are found not in
compliance with the Constitution, This was not specified in the
previous edition, which did not have a clear body that could
indirectly decide on the legality of the acts, and they were
cancelled following the procedure established by law. Thus, for a
certain period of time the acts could act, but at the same time have
some inconsistency with the law, and the significant errors could
be identified accidentally after a certain period of time.

Amendments to the current version of the law provide for
substantive changes in the organization of activities of local self-
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government bodies and granting them a new range of powers. At
the same time, this is a significant step forward to the transition
from centralized power to the transfer of the main powers to the
local level. However, the issue of replacing the heads of the
regional administrations with prefects, liquidation of the regional
administrations and their activities before the appointment of
prefects and completion of the second phase of the reform
remains open.

The next step to implementing changes in public
administration, as well as the corresponding legislative changes
that will become their basis, was the draft law "About the Prefect"
(On Prefects, 2015). The essence of the law is to create a new line
of local bodies of executive power, which functions as a
supervisory body for the activities of local self-government
bodies, their constitutionality, as well as compliance of local self-
government acts with the law.

However, neither the draft Law of Ukraine "On
Amendments to the Constitution of Ukraine (on decentralization
of power)", nor the draft Law of Ukraine "On the Prefect” were
approved and are still in the process of being considered and
adopted.

One of the major amendments of the Ukrainian legislation,
which is to regulate one of the main areas of decentralization
reform, is the approval of the new administrative and territorial
structure. On June 12, 2020, at the final meeting, the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine approved 24 orders to establish
administrative and territorial centers and territorial communities
in each region, thus consolidating the new administrative and
territorial structure of the basic level in Ukraine. The adoption of
the relevant package of legislation ensures that local self-
government bodies have legal action throughout the territory
specifically reserved for them in the united territorial community.
Furthermore, this legislation should ensure equal access of every
citizen to these or other services and expand the range of services
that can be received in the territory of the UTG.

The same day, the Ukrainian government considered a draft
of a new sub-regional organization. Instead of the current 490
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districts, Ukraine plans to have only 130. This very administrative
structure is in line with today's requirements and European
standards. The government also approved the draft resolutions of
the Supreme Council of Ukraine "On Establishment and
Liquidation of Districts” and "On Establishment and Liquidation
of Districts in Crimea™ and sent them to the Supreme Council of
Ukraine for consideration.

By the end of 2020 a law is also planned to be adopted that
will amend the order of administrative and territorial organization
in Ukraine. It, among other things, defines the mechanism of
change of inter-territorial communities (Decentralization, 2020).

Without appropriate legal and regulatory legislation, the
further implementation of the reform, particularly the
implementation of the institution of the prefecture is inherently
hindered. Frequently, it can be done to defer the period when the
oblast administrations are liquidated and a significant part of the
officials lose their jobs and at the same time their authority.
However, unless an appropriate legal framework is formed at the
appropriate level in the near future, further reform of the
authorities under the decentralization policy and the start of the
second stage of the reform will be practically impossible.

Therefore, the reform of public administration in Ukraine
on the terms of decentralization is a priority direction for creating
a completely new system of state power. It tends to substantially
strengthen the powers of local self-governing bodies by giving
them more powers. However, taking into account the current
economic and political state of the state, the possibility of reform
is in an unrecognized state, which is essentially hindering the
processes of decentralization of power and transition of society to
a new administrative and territorial structure, as well as reducing
the possibility of positive and positive changes.

The draft law "On Amendments to the Constitution
(Concerning  Decentralization) (On Amendments to the
Constitution of Ukraine (on decentralization of power), 2015),
includes only two articles enshrining the new legal status of the
newly created body of power — the prefects. Considering that the
relevant changes were to be approved back in 2015, and today the
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bill is still under review, it is too early to expect quick
implementation of any changes envisaged in it.

In the case of changes in the draft law approved by the
government, the relevant provisions on the activities of prefects,
the order of their establishment, appointment, dismissal and the
main provisions of the activity will be taken into account by a
separate law. Today there is already a draft of the Law of Ukraine
"About the Prefect” (On Prefects, 2015) that envisages the
regulation of the prefects' activity. This law gives a clear
understanding of the role of prefects in the reformed bodies of
executive power and the new powers granted to them.

Analyzed the current legislative support, we can conclude
that local bodies of executive power such as regional
administrations and district administrations act according to the
principle of subsidiary order: they are representatives of state
authorities at the local level and form the executive bodies of
local councils.

Regional and district administrations have considerably
large staffing levels and a wide range of responsibilities, which,
in turn, pull a considerable part of the funds allocated for their
maintenance. In the state budget for 2018 and 2019, the costs for
the maintenance of the regional administrations of all regions
amounted to more than 3 billion hryvnias each year.

However, after the adoption of appropriate legislative
changes, they should be transferred to the level of municipal
bodies. Thus, the essence of the introduction of the institution of
prefects lies in the replacement of local administrations, thereby
increasing their staff, as well as in giving prefects new, The new,
broader powers, which allow the current administrations to
become much smaller in number but much more efficient in their
activities.

It is extremely important to understand the functional
purpose of such a layer of power as prefects, first and foremost
for implementing integrated state supervision over the activities
of local self-government bodies, which is a priority for the future
prefects of their secretaries.
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The current legislation completely reinforces the
controllability and accountability of local self- government bodies
for the supervision of their activities, since earlier this possibility
was at least partially delegated through the prosecutor's
supervision. However, the 2014 edition of the Law of Ukraine
"On Prosecutor's Office™ (About the Prosecutor's Office, 2014),
and a new mechanism of implementation of relevant supervision
is not envisaged now.

Such lack of control and inadequate ordering due to the
conditions of delegating to self- governing bodies the powers they
did not previously have, which gives them a new level of power at
the local level and an appropriate re-subordination of the budget,
as well as the directing of a significant part of the tax revenues, to
the local level, there is an actual and potential threat of illegality in
taking decisions and actions for the benefit of municipalities,
actions from the leadership of thelocal level, which can be carried
out for the purpose of realizing private interests. Responsible
supervision over the activities of the municipalities rests in this
case on the socially active citizens - residents of the territorial
communities, who are aware of such inadequacy, must
independently bearresponsibility for the proper functioning of the
electoral bodies. However, the formation and existence of this
institution of public opinion is not perfect and does not belong to
the competence of the society.

Thus the creation of the prefect's institution which is
absolutely new for Ukraine implies that the prefect or not the
main structural level of the new level of executive power will be
separated and will provide the appropriate supervision and
control, To ensure that the local councils' heads and deputies act
within the framework of the current legislation and ensure
constitutional rights of citizens, They also duly fulfilled the
responsibilities entrusted to them by the state to ensure the stable
and sustainable development of the territorial community, the
district and the region as a whole.

Having analyzed the experience of European countries
which are the closest to the Ukrainian reform, the mechanisms of
decentralization processes, and their experience that is positive in
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the implementation of amendments, we can conclude that the bill
"draft Law of Ukraine "On Amendments to the Constitution of
Ukraine" Ne 2217a, submitted by the President and corresponded
to it, is developed on the basis of the amendments proposed to the
draft Law "On the Prefect”" and contains the basic framework that
envisages the procedure of appointment and dismissal of the
prefect, Mechanism of his activity in accordance with the current
legislation and functions of supervision over the implementation
of the legislation of the reformed bodies of local self-government,
and the corresponding legislative consolidation of all the listed
articles is based on the European practice of state government
reform.

Prefects have the authority to exercise administrative power
in districts and regions and the cities of Kyiv and Sevastopol.
They are appointed by the president upon the request of the
Cabinet of Ministers and have the status of civil servants.

The basic list of powers of prefects in the draft law
includes these powers:

— Control and supervision over observance of Ukrainian
legislation by local self-government bodies;

— Coordination of interrelations between the territorial
bodies of the central bodies of executive power and local bodies
of executive power, implementation of coordination of their
activities with the appropriate subordinate structures, as well as
supervision of their compliance with the Constitution and laws of
Ukraine;

— Ensuring the implementation and execution of state
programs at the local level;

— Organizing and coordinating the activities of the
territorial bodies of the central bodies of executive power and
local self-government, as well as ensuring their interaction in a
state of war or emergency, as well as in an emergency
environmental situation;

— Exercising other powers specified in the Constitution
and laws of Ukraine.
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The last point is very ambiguous because the prefect can
interpret it in a very broad way. In this case, there is no clear
specification of the legislation on the powers of the prefects and
the implementation of their activities, as well as appropriate
supervision of local self-government bodies, The implementation
of effective activities of the prefect is not possible and entails low
risks, in particular the risk of corruption, which is unacceptable at
any level of government.

The prefect's watchdog function regarding his ability to
terminate the local self-government acts and decisions on the
grounds of their non-compliance with the Constitution and laws
of Ukraine also requires clearer specification, Without the
possibility for the local self-government bodies to protect
themselves or to file a complaint against the relevant decision of
the prefect. Inability to prove that a local government's decision is
in compliance with the law is one of the major corruption risks
because the local government will be afraid that the decision may
be appealed, Prefect may rescind the decision and will find ways
to ensure that the prefect will not consider the decision for its
compliance with the law and thus will not rescind the decision.
Also, there may be a threat of taking decisions for the sake of
personal interest.

Local self-government for all its autonomy cannot be
completely isolated from the state authorities because, firstly, the
real possibilities of local self-government bodies in practice
appear to be extremely limited; Secondly, the state can have its
own interests on a certain territory, which, on the one hand,
express the interests of all the people, and on the other hand, may
be in conflict with the interests of the population of that territory.
Unlike the developed European countries, Ukraine still needs to
undergo a long form of full-fledged civil society. Today the
development of local self-government in our country is hindered:

— The legal immaturity of the population;

— The capacity of citizens to communicate with the
authorities;
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— Lack of an effective mechanism for involving broad
sectors of the population in various forms of self-governance.

Undoubtedly, the experience of reforming the system of
public administration in Poland, which has a similar territory size
and structure of regions to our country, may be very important for
Ukraine, as it points to the necessity of reorganization of the
public administration system at the local level. From this
experience, the Ukrainian authors of the local self-government
reform took into account the key principles of the organization of
the executive power based on the proper distribution of functions
of its main bearers, The substantial redistribution of powers
between the central and local bodies of executive power and local
self-government bodies with the strengthening of the latter in
order to bring the provision of public and community services
closer to the consumer. This makes it necessary to introduce the
institution of the prefecture and the prefect in our country, but
with an eye to the redistribution of powers between the local self-
government and local bodies of legislative power, Local self-
government bodies of different territorial levels (based on the
principles of decentralization of public administration and
subsidiarity). Further scientific research in this area should be
focused on understanding the mechanics of funding bodies of
local self-government in different countries of the world and
identifying ways of adaptation of foreign experience in Ukraine.
The problem of distribution of powers among prefects and the
specification of the most important acts of local self-government
bodies, which require priority analysis on the part of prefects, is
connected with the wide sphere of competence that must be
reserved for this institution. Thus, for example, in Ukraine, the
draft amendments to the Constitution propose giving the prefects
both supervisory and coordinating powers. By way of
comparison, member states of the European Union tend to divide
their oversight functions, on the one hand, and the responsibilities
for coordinating the bodies of state power or planning regional
development, on the other, among different institutions. Thus, in
low-income countries, prefects (or similar institutions that
represent the state on the ground) often reserve only their
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supervisory functions or dramatically reduce the number of
territorial bodies of the IABC. The state representatives on the
ground carry out their management. In countries with a small
population and population density, prefects are focused only on
regional development issues. At the same time, the central bodies
of local self-governance are responsible for the legality of local
authorities' activities. Suppose the current list of administrative
and territorial units is preserved. In that case, each prefect is
entrusted with an average of 22 local councils (not including the
legislative committees), over the activity of which he has to
supervise. On the other hand, in the process of reforming the
administrative and territorial structure, due to the establishment of
united territorial communities and possible consolidation of
districts, the number of local self-government bodies, for which
the visibility may be implemented, may be significantly reduced.

Conclusion For an effective reconstruction of the
relationship between public administration and local self-
governance it is necessary:

1. A clear scientific definition of the division of functions
and powers between the state power bodies and local self-
government bodies. The sphere of competence of regional state
administrations should include control over compliance with the
law, organization of activities of general state administration. On
the other hand, local self-government bodies should reserve the
functions of providing public services and the satisfaction of the
population's cultural, educational, and other needs.

2. Improvement of control over the implementation of
delegated powers. It is necessary to consolidate the procedural
norms for exercising control over implementing the delegated
powers and the responsibility for their violation. Heads of local
state administrations have the power to terminate illegal acts of
local self-government bodies, which were adopted in the field of
implementation of delegated powers of bodies of legislative
power.

3. To expand the practice of concluding agreements and
agreements on joint activities in different spheres of life between
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local authorities, which can specify their mutual rights and
obligations in accordance with the law.

4. Legislative definition and consolidation of powers of
territorial communities of villages, settlements, and cities. The
communities should be reserved for defining priorities of their
development and approving the most important legal acts. It is
necessary to significantly expand the powers of the basic level
councils and local governments, which are elected based on
general, equal, direct electoral law in settlements. An important
area of development of the functions of local self-government is
the adoption of sectoral legal and regulatory acts in the sphere of
housing and communal services, construction, etc.

5. Strengthening of legal guarantees of local self-
government, improving mechanisms of protection of rights and
interests of territorial communities, bodies and officials of local
self-government.

6. Strengthening the material and financial basis of local
self-government. Nowadays, the problem is acute because the
vast majority of territorial communities do not have the necessary
material and financial basis to ensure the proper level of social
services provided by the local self-government system. Moreover,
the current legislation of Ukraine does not contain provisions that
would provide effective ways and means to form self-sufficient
territorial communities. To develop such communities, it would
be advisable to centrally define the territory of the community
taking into account that it would not be too large, but sufficient in
terms of the possibility of forming communal property, local
budget and elected bodies of local self-government so that on its
territory there are objects of social and communal infrastructure
needed to fulfil the tasks of local self-government for the
provision of social services to the population. At the same time
not less than half of the funds coming to the budget from the
respective territory should be left at the local level. The efficiency
of local self-government depends on the factors: level of
cooperation between the state authorities and local self-
government; development of organizational and legal, legislative
basis; institutionalization, implementation of local self-
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government in social life; Motivational involvement of the
population in the process of self-government, self-organization of
their life; use of state and administrative resources; creation of an
adequate material and financial basis; involvement of state
structures in the development of local self-government.

The resolution of the issues as mentioned above will ensure

proper convergence of the two governance systems - local state
administrations as the lower tier of the system of state
administrative authority and local self-government.

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INTRODUCTION

In a competitive environment, there is a growing need to
improve the mechanism for promoting goods in the markets,
which necessitates the search for the most effective tools for
communicative influence. Thanks to the active development of
information technologies, a new instrument of communication
with the help of information technologies and the Internet has
opened for enterprises. In Ukraine, most companies use Internet
communication, mostly as part of a set of measures to create a
favorable image. In developed countries, information technology
occupies one of the leading positions in the communication
system and is a highly effective communication tool. In the
future, Ukrainian companies will begin to use modern
information technology more actively for their communication
purposes.

The use of modern information technology as a means of
communication is the most narrow and little-studied place in the
management system of integrated communications of enterprises.
A significant scientific contribution to the study of
communication problems has been made by domestic and foreign
researchers such as Dzh. Burnett, K.L. Bove, N.I. Vedmid, I.L.
Vikentiev, L.l. Vorotina, H. Carter, F. Kotler, P.V. Pylypchuk,
Yu.V. Rohushyna, I. Sendidzh, T.l. Tkachenko, R. Shmalensi and
others. Their works investigate the features of different types of
communications, the typology of communication strategies of
enterprises and their features concerning the life cycle stages.
However, the issues of application of modern information
technologies in communication strategies of enterprises remain
insufficiently researched and need further study.

The purpose of the article is to determine the prerequisites
and factors for developing the Internet communications market in
Ukraine.
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RESULTS

Recently, thanks to the active development of information
technology for companies, a new communication tool has been
opened - communication on the Internet. Currently, most
companies use Internet communications primarily as part of a set
of measures to create a favorable image. At the same time, in
Western Europe, the Internet has long taken a worthy place in the
communications system and is a very effective tool. Therefore, it
is reasonable to say that Ukrainian companies will begin to use
the Internet more actively for their communication purposes in
the future. Today, the number of non-connected to the Internet is
gradually decreasing. With certain knowledge and skills, there is
an opportunity to influence the decisions made by Internet users
effectively. The Internet plays a significant role in providing data
for management decisions in the B2B business, whose consumers
are professionals. The impact of the Internet on ordinary
consumers who buy consumer goods is currently not so
significant in Ukraine. Still, the situation is gradually changing,
and users create the massive potential for the Internet advertising
market in Ukraine.

We can identify the following factors that contributed to
the development of the Internet advertising market in Ukraine:

— first - further development of Internet technologies in
Ukraine, increasing the Internet audience in Uanet. In recent
years, there has been a relatively rapid development of the
Internet communications segment, as a result of which the
Internet audience in Ukraine has grown significantly. However,
despite the gradual growth of the Internet communications market
in Ukraine, its real potential is not yet used. Therefore the
presence of unrealized potential of the Internet services market in
Ukraine makes Internet technology a very attractive and
promising communication tool.

— secondly - the gradual oversaturation of advertising of
traditional media - radio, television, outdoor and press
advertising, which led to a reduction in the effectiveness of
advertising costs of advertisers in these media. Studies of recent
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trends in advertising show that the main factor in communication
planning is the transition to integrated planning of communication
campaigns [11]. We should note that the impetus for developing
the modern communication model was the reduction of
advertisers' interest in traditional media (television, media, radio).
Television networks were faced with the rapid growth of demand
for advertising communications. They increased the number and
volume of advertising blocks, which has led to a significant
reduction in the effectiveness of advertising in traditional media.
At this point, agencies and advertisers began to look for more
effective methods of optimizing advertising campaigns. One such
method was integrated planning, which involves using several
media in the advertising campaign instead of one. It should be
noted that one of the most effective communication channels in
modern conditions is the Internet;

— thirdly - for many small companies, Internet advertising
allows to achieve the desired effect even with relatively small
budgets for the advertising campaign, because the advantage of
Internet communications is their lower price based on the size of
the audience covered by the communication impact;

— fourth, for many companies that sell fairly modern and
high-tech products on the market, the Internet opens up new
opportunities for their advertising. It is worth noting that over the
past few years, the market for high-tech goods - mobile phones,
digital technology, computers, etc. - has grown rapidly in
Ukraine, an increasing number of companies offering consumers
the above products in the field of high technology. Growing
competition in this market segment, in turn, required them to find
non-traditional and highly effective ways to promote their
products, which gave a significant impetus to the development of
the Internet communications market.

The most promising and profitable type of Internet
advertising today is the purchase of advertising space in the
context of search engines. The essence of this type of advertising
is that when you find in the search query of a search engine
visitor certain words, in specially designated places with search
results, there are advertising text messages (or banners) designed
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for potential buyers, resulting in this ad reaches only potentially
interested buyers. In general, this communication is highly
effective - for a relatively small fee, the advertiser receives a large
flow of potential customers to their Internet resource. The main
operators of the contextual advertising market are the world-
renowned search engines Google, Yahoo! and MSN. The
positions of search engines in the ranking of Ukrainian traffic
providers have not changed - by a wide margin is led by Google.

In second place in the structure of turnover in the market of
Internet advertising is banner advertising. Today, banner
advertising is becoming more common, and the advertiser mainly
buys impressions through specialized banner networks,
advertising agencies, or the site owner. According to experts, the
role of banners is invaluable, but it is almost the only way to earn
in information resources with beneficial materials. Moreover,
given the growing popularity of information resources, banner
advertising on them is quite effective (for the advertiser) and
profitable (for the owners of the Internet resource).

An influential group of participants in the Internet
advertising market in Ukraine are specialized Internet
publications. The most popular in Ukraine (according to
Bigmir.net) are such Internet publications as "Correspondent”,
"Observer", "ForUm", "Details" and "Phrase". They are the most
stable in the rankings and do not change their positions.

The largest advertisers in the Internet advertising market
were telecommunications companies, car dealers and financial
institutions, pharmaceutical companies and merchants of FMCG
products (consumer goods).

As for the factors of obstacles to the development of
Internet advertising in Ukraine, first of all, it is worth mentioning,
so far, the small size of the Internet audience in Ukraine
compared to European countries. However, in Ukraine, the rate of
user connection to the Internet is expected to increase for several
reasons: increased competition among providers leads to lower
tariffs for Internet connection and use; increasing purchasing
power leads to faster computerization of the population; cable
operators are beginning to make efforts to increase their presence
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in the regions, which in turn leads to increased coverage of the
area where you can connect.

At the moment, a significant factor influencing the
development of the marketing communications market in Ukraine
(including Internet communications is a financial and economic
crisis). The global economy has faced a severe crisis, which
depends on how timely and accurate the actions of governments
and leading corporations will be. Consumers in many parts of the
world are now limiting their spending in response to declining
incomes and fears of unemployment. In the current financial
crisis, significant changes are taking place in the technologies and
methods of marketing communications used by companies. One
of the first anti-crisis measures introduced by many international
companies was the reduction of advertising budgets with the
motivation "less revenue - less advertising”. However, this
method of saving is ineffective because such a strategy is
deliberately doomed to lose. Cutting advertising budgets for
businesses can not be positive because such a position increases
the likelihood of losing the market. Therefore, if a company
intends to stay in the market and develop, it must radically
restructure its communication strategies.

The main factors influencing the development of the
Internet communications market in Ukraine at the present stage
are as follows:

1. User-created Internet resources are becoming more and
more attractive to advertisers. We are talking about podcasting,
blogs and wikis. Such projects are becoming increasingly
popular, and advertisers are beginning to use Internet marketing
communications opportunities for highly specialized online
micro-communities. New technologies will make it easier to
deliver communication messages, including content filtering to
protect against ad impressions on unwanted pages.

2. Advertisers have increased their budgets for Internet
communications by reducing budgets in traditional marketing
communications channels. As the Internet becomes more familiar
to users, there is a change in the structure of marketing
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communications used by enterprises to increase the share of
Internet communications.

3. Branding is causing the next wave of growth in search
advertising, and according to experts, even this specific category
of advertising will gradually move to the Internet. Search sites
will receive orders for branding advertising from online and
offline agencies.

4. New targeting technologies increase online advertising
effectiveness, and advertisers will increasingly use behavioral,
geographic, demographic, and other targeting methods.

5. Mobile operators are starting to experiment with new
advertising models to increase their profits and not be dependent
only on voice services. In particular, the leading Ukrainian mobile
operators Kyivstar and MTS are starting experiments with
promotional videos on mobile phones. The SMS service is
gradually being used for marketing purposes to maintain contact
with customers, as e-mail is now used for this purpose.

The following key trends in the development of Internet
communications in Ukraine can be identified: expanding
communication opportunities through new resources - podcasts,
blogs, wikis; occupation of the share of traditional advertising by
Internet advertising; increase the effectiveness of Internet
advertising through targeting technologies; growing demand for
image advertising and branding on the Internet.

The key influence on the development of the Internet
communications market in Ukraine is exerted by such factors as:
the development of Internet technologies in Ukraine, the increase
of the Internet audience in Uanet; gradual oversaturation with
advertising of traditional media - radio, television, outdoor and
press advertising, which led to a reduction in the effectiveness of
advertising costs of advertisers in these media; for many small
companies, online advertising can achieve the desired effect, even
with relatively small budgets for the advertising campaign; For
many companies that sell relatively modern and high-tech
products on the market, the Internet opens up new opportunities
for their advertising.
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Conclusions. In recent years, there has been a dynamic
growth of the Internet communications sector in Ukraine. In the
process of analysis, several factors have been identified that have
ensured the rapid growth of the Internet communications market
in Ukraine, namely - the development of Internet technologies
and the increase of the Internet audience in Ukraine; gradual
oversaturation  of  traditional channels of  marketing
communications of enterprises, which significantly reduced their
efficiency and intensified the search for new more effective
means of communication-based on information technology and
the optimal position of Internet communications in terms of
achieving the target effect at relatively low cost.
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Abstract. The institutional environment, which is characterized
by a rather complex structure and can be analyzed at different
hierarchical levels - the state, regions and territorial communities, is
essential for ensuring the stability and efficiency of the tourism sector.
In the context of decentralization policy, the institutional environment is
developing in a new direction, which guarantees sustainable
development of the tourism and hospitality industry at the local level by
increasing the role of local communities in regional development
management. The system-wide institutional environment is formed by a
group of normative legal acts regulating issues of communal property,
administrative-territorial division of the state, sustainable development
of productive forces of territorial communities, financial self-sufficiency
of spatial formations, safe living of citizens and tourists. The specific
institutional environment consists of the legal framework for local
governments, local executive bodies, regional markets for goods and
services, law enforcement at the local level.

We concluded that despite the long formation of institutional
foundations for the development of tourism and hospitality in Ukraine,
the existing institutional environment still can not be considered
balanced and consistent. At the same time, the initiated decentralization
processes create new opportunities for developing tourism and hotel and
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the restaurant business at the level of local communities. Up-and-
coming is the development of rural tourism estates, which can provide
significant additional income to local budgets of small communities in
which there are no industrial enterprises. At the same time, for the
successful development of tourism and hospitality at the local level, it is
necessary to improve further the regulatory and legal support of
recreational and tourist activities in Ukraine.
